OAS OPERATIONAL PROCEDURES MEMORANDUM NO. 97-25

Subject: Deletion of Requirement for Form OAS-115

.1 Purpose. This OPM deletes the requirement for passengers to sign a form OAS-115, "Release" prior to flying 
aboard DOI aircraft. 

.2 Background. Completion of form OAS-115 has historically been required before some categories of 
passengers could fly aboard DOI owned or procured aircraft. The Office of the Solicitor now advises that use of 
this form is unnecessary. 
 
.3 Policy. Effective with this OPM, use of form OAS-115 is no longer required. Paragraph 1.7C is hereby deleted 
from 350 DM 1, General Administration.
