Subject: Preparation of Briefing Books for Areasin Conservationists Wilderness Proposal

We have received a number of requests for current data on wilderness study areas and areas included in the
Conservationists Wilderness Proposal. Our Annual Work Plan guidelines also direct an updating of resource data
for Wilderness Study Areas. We have aso been requested by Congresswoman DeGette, and others, for avariety
of current data and maps. In order to have current resource data and a usable display format to answer these
guestions, the attachment provides guidelines for information and the format to be developed for these areas.

We have attempted to include only information directly requested, or the most relevant data that may be useful in
the ongoing wilderness debate. We believe that boiling the request down to the items covered in the attachment
will limit the amount of staff time needed. In addition, in order to minimize impacts to other high priority work,
we are not asking for the data until the end of the fiscal year. The Colorado State Office will develop the maps as
indicated in the attachment.

We have also attached copies of the briefing summaries for each of the six roadless review areas to indicate the
general level of detail required. Although the information requested here is not identical to that found in the
roadless review area summaries, the kind of information and level of detail issimilar.

Eric Finstick will be
overall coordinator for the effort, and Richard Watson will be the coordinator for the GIS data and preparation of
the maps.

Acresreviewed: 21,472 Acres found to be roadless: 21,436
REASON AREA WAS REVIEWED- ISSUES
* Transportation planning and the Bangs Canyon Citizens Advisory Committee
