Background: Gravity Play Sports, LLC is an organization that promotes tourism in communities
by producing adventure races. The Glenwood Springs Chamber of Commerce invited Gravity
Play Sports to Glenwood Springs in order to boost the local economy and promote tourism.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED ACTION: This proposed action is to issue a new Special
Recreation Permit (SRP) to Will Newcomer of Gravity Play Sports, LLC for a one-time only,
single day event on September 11, 2010 for a mountain bike/trail running/road bike race on the
BLM road 8283, Bear Creek (Forest Hollow) Trail, Boy Scout Trail, Transfer Trail and bike path
towards Grizzly Creek. (See Attachment A.)

The course is not disclosed to the participants before the event. 150-200 participants are
expected, with around 50-100 spectators. All spectators will be at Two Rivers park. The event
starts and finishes at Two Rivers Park where participants will be parking. Registration will be at
the AmericInn hotel. There will not be any staging or aid stations on BLM public lands. Medical
support will be provided by the Glenwood Springs EMS, as well as course officials who are EMT,
Wilderness First Aid and Paramedic qualified. CDOT has given permission for use of the bike
trail in Glenwood Canyon. Course officials will advise any non-racers using the area about the
race. At the end of the races, a sweep will occur to make sure there are no competitors still on the
course, as well to pick up any trash. Gravity Play Sports is still awaiting Forest Service, County
and City approval. Gravity Play Sports has already agreed to fix and/or pay for trail maintenance
if resource damage occurs. However, if the day is wet, they will stay only on the roads and not
use the single track routes.

For safety, race officials will make sure all participants stop the race and dismount their bikes at
the top of Boy Scout Trail right before the mile long descent into Glenwood Springs and walk
their bikes down to the bottom of the descent in order. They will then resume the race at the



bottom when they reach Glenwood Springs.

If
a permit is termunated, permit applications will not be approved for any person connected to
or affiliated with the operation under a terminated or suspended pernmt.

Peromit holders will be notified with a certified letter of any deficiencies in pre-season,
permitted activifies, or post-use requirements. If the requirement 1s not met within 15 days
after receipt of certified letter, a penalty of $100 will be assessed After 30 days of the recespt
of the letter, the penalfy is $200. If at the end of the 30 day period after receipt of certified
letter, the deficiency is still not corrected and penalty fee not paid, the permut will be
temporanily suspended, m whole or m part wathout compensation, for any failure to comply
with the terms_ conditions and stipulations. Operations on public land shall cease
immediately upon suspension.  After a permit is suspended, any commercial use of public
lands shall be in violation of federal regulations. The BLM may remstate the peromt for use,
after comrective action is taken by the permittee and the operation 15 n comphiance with the
terms, condifions and stipulations. Probationary status will follow for one year after the
deficiency is comrected Repeated permit violations may also result in suspension and/or
termunation.

If resource or trail damage is observed by the BLM directly after the event, Gravity Play
Sports, (working with other organizations as needed), will perform and fund the necessary
rehabilitation work as specified by the BLM.

At the conclusion of the event, all signs and flagging resulting from the event will be
removed by the permittee.

. Education/Discovery/NAGPRA Stipulation

The National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) requires that if newly discovered cultural
resources are identified during project implementation, work in that area must stop and the
agency Authorized Officer notified immediately (36 CFR 800.13). The Native American
Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA), requires that if inadvertent discovery
of Native American Remains or Objects occurs, activity must cease in the area of
discovery, a reasonable effort made to protect the item(s) discovered, and immediate
notice made to the BLM Authorized Officer, as well as the appropriate Native American
group(s) (IV.C.2). Notice may be followed by a 30-day delay (NAGPRA Section 3(d)).
Further actions also require compliance under the provisions of NHPA and the
Archaeological Resource Protection Act.

Any person who, without a permit, injures, destroys, excavates, appropriates or removes
any historic or prehistoric ruin, artifact, object of antiquity, Native American remains,
Native American cultural item, or archaeological resources on public lands is subject to
arrest and penalty of law (16 USC 433, 16 USC 470, 18 USC 641, 18 USC 1170, and 18
USC 1361).Non-compliance could result in fines up to $500,000 and imprisonment of up
to six years or both.
