LEGAL DESCRIPTION:     SE1/4SE1/4 Section 36, T. 5 S., R. 89 W.,   

Sixth Principal Meridian, Garfield County, Colorado. 

 

APPLICANT:  Glenwood Tramway, LLC 

 

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED ACTION: 

Staging area for roller coaster construction, the roller coaster is located on private land and the staging 

area is located on BLM land.  All staging area operations will be in the upper parking lot of Transfer 

Trail, with no new ground disturbance.  There will be a total of 11 truckloads of roller coaster parts.  

There will not be more than two trucks of parts in the staging area at one time. The roller coaster parts 

would be unloaded in the staging area and then transported to the Glenwood Caverns Adventure Park 

property.  To reduce impacts to the parking area, gravel will be spread in muddy areas.  A lane will be left 

open to allow BLM administrative access to the upper Transfer Trail Road and CalX Minerals access 

beyond the staging area.    Applicant has an existing right-of-way on BLM public lands for access to his 

private land (COC-62757).  The applicant has permits from Garfield County for this operation and BLM 

public lands are being utilized for large boulder staging, ingress and egress routes for the commercial 

trucks.  The project is scheduled to begin on April 16, 2012 and will be completed by May 28, 2012. 

 

The land use permit (2920) would allow for temporary staging of equipment on BLM public lands.

Decision Number/Page: Page 5, Administrative Actions  

 

Decision Language:  Various types of administrative actions will require special attention beyond 

the scope of this plan.  They include issuance of permits for “…land actions, including issuance 

of grants, leases, permits and resolution of trespass…”   

    

CATEGORICAL EXCLUSION REVIEW:    

The proposed action qualifies as a categorical exclusion under 516 DM 6, Appendix 5.4, Number: E.
