DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED ACTION: Carl and Terese Cunico have applied for an
assignment of the current right-of-way issued to Dan Dickerson and Marcus Hart for an access
road to private land. No other changes would be made to the right-of-way grant. David Nixon
has also been granted a right-of-way for this access road.

STIPULATIONS
FOR
COC-66801
Cunico Road

1. The holder shall conduct all activities associated with the operation, and termination of
the right-of-way within the authorized limits of the right-of-way.

2. Holder shall maintain the right-of-way in a safe, usable condition, as directed by the
authorized officer.

3. Any Sub-Soil ground disturbing activity (four feet or greater depth) will require on-site
review by the resource area paleontologist.

4. It is recommended that the holder review the attached Best Management Practices,
incorporate the appropriate practices and contact the Army Corps of Engineers before
crossing the riparian areas during road construction. (Army Corps of Engineers, 402
Rood Ave., Room 142, Grand Junction, CO 81501-2563).

5. The holder shall be responsible for weed control on disturbed areas and
consultation with the authorized officer and/or local authorities for acceptable weed
control methods (within limits imposed in the grant stipulations).

6. Use of pesticides shall comply with the applicable Federal and state laws. Pesticides
shall be used only in accordance with their registered uses and within limitations imposed
by the Secretary of the Interior. Prior to the use of pesticides, the holder shall obtain
from the authorized officer written approval of a plan showing the type and quantity of
material to be used, pest(s) to be controlled, method of application, location of storage
and disposal of containers, and any other information deemed necessary by the
authorized officer. Emergency use of pesticides shall be approved in writing by the
authorized officer prior to such use.

7. The holder(s) shall comply with all applicable Federal laws and regulations existing or
hereafter enacted or promulgated. In any event, the holder(s) shall comply with the Toxic
Substances Control Act of 1976, as amended (15 U.S.C. 2601, et seq.) with regard to any
toxic substances that are used, generated by or stored on the right-of-way or on facilities
authorized under this right-of-way grant. (See 40 CFR, Part 702-799 and especially,
provisions on polychlorinated biphenyls, 40 CFR 761.1-761.193.) Additionally, any
release of toxic substances (leaks, spills, etc.) in excess of the reportable quantity
established by 40 CFR, Part 117 shall be reported as required by the Comprehensive
Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, Section 102b. A
copy of any report required or requested by any Federal agency or State government as a
result of a reportable release or spill of any toxic substances shall be furnished to the
authorized officer concurrent with the filing of the reports to the involved Federal agency

or State government.

The holder shall seed all disturbed areas, using an agreed upon method suitable for the
location. Seeding shall be repeated if a satisfactory stand is not obtained as determined
by the authorizing officer upon evaluation after the second growing season.

The holder shall contact the BLM for the seed mixture needed for all disturbed areas.
There shall be no primary or secondary noxious weed seed in the seed mixture. Seed
shall be tested and the viability testing of seed shall be done in accordance with State
law(s) and within 12 (twelve) months prior to purchase. Commercial seed shall be either
certified or registered seed. The seed mixture container shall be tagged in accordance
with State law(s) and available for inspection by the authorized officer.

Seed shall be planted using a drill equipped with a depth regulator to ensure proper depth
of planting where drilling is possible. The seed mixture shall be evenly and uniformly
planted over the disturbed area. (Smaller/heavier seeds have a tendency to drop to the
bottom of the drill and are planted first. The holder shall take appropriate measures to
ensure this does not occur.) Where drilling is not possible, seed shall be broadcast and
the area shall be raked or chained to cover the seed. The seeding shall be repeated until a
satisfactory stand is established as determined by the authorized officer. Evaluation of
growth shall not be made before completion of the second growing season after seeding.
The authorized officer is to be notified a minimum of three days prior to seeding of the
project.

The holder shall mulch disturbed areas designated by the authorized officer. The type of
mulch shall meet one of the following requirements:

(a) Straw used for mulching shall be from oats, wheat, rye, or other approved grain crops,
and free from noxious weeds or other objectionable material as determined by the
authorized officer. Straw mulch shall be suitable for placing with mulch blower
equipment.

(b) Hay shall be certified weed free. Hay shall be suitable for placing with mulch blower
equipment.

(c) Wood cellulose fiber shall be natural or cooked wood cellulose fiber, shall disperse
readily in water, and shall be nontoxic. The homogeneous slurry or mixture shall be
capable of application with power spray equipment. A colored dye that is non-injurious
to plant growth may be used when specified. Wood cellulose fiber shall be packaged in
new, labeled containers.

The holder is responsible for informing all persons in the area who are associated with

this project that they shall be subject to prosecution for disturbing historic or
archaeological sites, or for collecting artifacts.

The holder shall immediately bring to the attention of the Authorized Officer any and all
antiquities, or other objects of historic, paleontological, or scientific interest including but
not limited to, historic or prehistoric ruins or artifacts DISCOVERED as a result of
operations under this authorization (16 U.S.C. 470.-3, 36 CFR 800.112).

The holder shall immediately suspend all activities in the area of the object and shall
leave such discoveries intact until written approval to proceed is obtained from the
Authorized Officer. Approval to proceed shall be based upon evaluation of the object(s).
Evaluation shall be by a qualified professional selected by the Authorized Officer from a
Federal agency insofar as practicable (BLM Manual 8142.06E). When not practicable,
the holder shall bear the cost of the services of a non-Federal professional.

Within five working days the Authorized Officer shall inform the holder as to:

- whether the materials appear eligible for the National Register of Historic Places;

- the mitigation measures the holder shall likely have to undertake before the site can be
used (assuming in situ preservation is not necessary); and,

- a timeframe for the Authorized Officer to complete an expedited review under 36 CFR
800.11 to confirm, through the State Historic Preservation Officer, that the findings of the
Authorized Officer are correct and that mitigation is appropriate.

If the holder wishes, at any time, to relocate activities to avoid the expense of mitigation
and/or the delays associated with this process, the Authorized Officer shall assume
responsibility for whatever recordation and stabilization of the exposed materials may be
required. Otherwise, the holder shall be responsible for mitigation costs. The Authorized
Officer shall provide technical and procedural guidelines for the conduct of mitigation.
Upon verification from the Authorized Officer that the required mitigation has been
completed, the holder shall then be allowed to resume construction.

Antiquities, historic, prehistoric ruins, paleontological or objects of scientific interest that
are outside of the authorization boundaries but directly associated with the impacted
resource shall also be included in this evaluation and/or mitigation.

Antiquities, historic, prehistoric ruins, paleontological or objects of scientific interest,
identified or unidentified, that are outside of the authorization and not associated with the
resource within the authorization shall also be protected. Impacts that occur to such
resources, that are related to the authorizations activities, shall be mitigated at the holder's
cost.

Pursuant to 43 CFR 10.4(g), the holder of this authorization must notify the authorized
officer, by telephone, with written confirmation, immediately upon the discovery of
human remains, funerary items, sacred objects, or objects of cultural patrimony. Further,
pursuant to 43 CFR 10.4 (c) and (d), you must stop activities in the vicinity of the
discovery and protect it for 30 days or until notified to proceed by the authorized officer.

If paleontological materials (fossils) are discovered during surface disturbing activities,
the operator is to immediately stop activities that might further disturb such materials and
contact the authorized officer. The operator and the authorized officer shall consult and
determine the best option for avoiding or mitigating the paleontological site.

The holder is responsible for informing all persons in the area who are associated with
this project that they shall be subject to prosecution for disturbing historic or
archaeological sites, or for collecting artifacts.

One month prior to termination of the right-of-way, the holder shall contact the
authorized officer to arrange a joint inspection of the right-of-way. This inspection shall
be held to agree to an acceptable termination (and rehabilitation) plan. This plan shall
include, but is not limited to, removal of facilities, drainage structures, or surface
material, recontouring, topsoiling, or seeding. The authorized officer must approve the
plan in writing prior to the holder's commencement of any termination activities.
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
