The Bureau of Land Management’s Tres Rios Field Office is seeking input on a proposal to allow Patara
Oil & Gas LLC, (Patara) to explore the federally-owned minerals held by lease in San Miguel County.
You are receiving this letter because you have been identified as a property owner within the project area

or you may have an interest in the associated activities.

The BLM is preparing an Environmental Assessment to analyze the proposed action and alternative to
that action:

What: Natural gas well - Hamm Canyon Fed 20-44-45-18: T45N, R18W, NW SW Y of Section
21
Where: Access to the site would be from the town of Basin, Colorado on State Highway 141 via

San Miguel County Roads 29U and 16Z plus an approximately 2.2 mile section of BLM
2-track (please see attached map).

Disturbance:  a) Well location would be approximately 4 acres during construction and will be

reclaimed to about one acre during production operations.

b) Access would be via a combination of the existing county road 16Z and a section of un-
named 2-track road, on federal and private land. Both sections would be improved to a
35-feet wide right-of-way which would accommodate a 20-foot wide improved road
and an adjacent 6- or 8-inch surface pipeline. Associated disturbance would be
approximately 9.27 acres (8.92 acres on federal. 0.35 acres on private). Although CR
16Z is a county road, it would have to be improved to resource-road standards. The
total distance of road improvements would be approximately 7 miles (4.8 miles on CR
16Z and 2.2 miles of BLM 2-track).

When: Drilling and completion of the well would take about 45 days. The construction, drilling,
and completion is anticipated to begin in late summer of 2013 and should be completed
by late fall 2013.

The need for this action is that Patara holds legal, mineral leases to Federal fluid mineral resources in the
project area and has a legal right to explore and develop those resources. The purpose of this action is to
determine how Patara can exercise their right to explore and develop those fluid mineral resources, in an
environmentally responsible manner.
