B1.   SAGEBRUSH.
Vegetation Description:  Intermixed 
sagebrush/grassland with rare instances of
intermittent timber found at higher elevations.

B2.  LODGEPOLE PINE.
Vegetation Description:  The lodgepole pine
polygon is interspersed with spruce/fir and aspen.

B3.  PINYON-JUNIPER.
Vegetation Description: Contains
an overstory of pinyon-juniper interspersed with
douglas-fir, aspen, and small areas of ponderosa
pine.  The understory is a mixture of mountain
mahogany, sagebrush and grasslands.

B4.  TROUBLESOME WILDERNESS STUDY AREA.
Vegetation Description:  Consists primarily of the 
lodgepole timber type above 8000ft elevation 
and lies directly adjacent to U.S. Forest Service lands.
