 UFO is attempting to get field office wide travel management plan completed before 

starting RMP revision.  This would be an amendment to existing RMP. 

 San Juan Travel Management Plan – No route by route decisions.

o Takes about two years to see significant change with any new administration 

o Laws and policies are the same for now – they don’t change overnight 

o The present economy is driving changes in BLM more than the new 

administration 

o With the Stimulus Package 

 Don’t know the actual amount of dollars that will be received yet 

 The plan is to look at “shovel ready” contracts, term employees, and  

opportunities for plan implementations. 

 Other than the Northwest District, there is no news on the other District Manager 

positions.

Would like to look at a resolution on a multiple-use mandate.  Do all uses need to exist 

on all lands?  Could we come up with aossible resolution on what we would like to see for 

multiple use. 

In response, Barb said that the  RAC should continue to focus on existing land use 

planning processes. 

 

John Whitney: 

 Omni-bus bill that contains the Dominguez-Escalante NCA and wilderness proposal 

could get passed as early as next week. 

o The Senate will not reconsider bill. 

o The House must pass the same version of the bill.
