A.  Backgound

 Proposed Action Title/Type:  Firewood Harvest including:  Dispersed Personal Use 

and Prescriptive Use 

 Description of Proposed Action: Based on public demand, BLM Miles City Field 

Office would issue authorizations for non-commercial (personal use) harvest of 

firewood on public lands in the Miles City Field Office (Except those special 

management areas shown on Map A).  The authorizations could be issued for a 

minimum of 2 cords and a maximum of 10 cords.  Should monitoring indicate 

that an area open for fuelwood harvesting is being impacted (off-road travel, 

standing green trees being cut, etc.) the area would be closed to fuelwood cutting 

until the Field Office Manager decides to re-open the area for use again.  

 Location of Proposed Action:  

o Dispersed Personal Use: public lands in the Miles City Field Office 

(Except those special management areas shown on Map A) 

o Prescriptive Use: High use recreation areas including: Dean S, Matthews, 

Howery Island and Morehead 

 

Stipulations: 

Dispersed Use Authorizations would include the following standard stipulations: 

1. No live trees, or branches from live trees will be taken.  Live trees are trees 

that have any evidence of green leaves or needles. 

2. A copy of this authorization must be displayed in plain view while in the 

permit area (typically displayed on the vehicle dashboard). 

3. This authorization is issued only for the area specified.  

4. Harvest may occur only during the dates issued on the permit, or until 

expiration date indicated on the permit. 

5. Loaded material must be less than 8 feet in length. 

6. Motorized vehicular travel is limited to well-established existing roads.  No 

off-road motorized vehicular travel is allowed under this authorization.   

7. No motorized travel is allowed under this authorization when conditions are 

wet or muddy to the extent that road damage occurs.   

8. No standing dead trees with diameters larger than 8” measured at breast height 

(The diameter of the tree measured at 4.5 ft. above where the tree meets the 

ground) may be cut, nor limbs taken from standing dead trees of this size. 
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9. Trees that have evidence of wildlife use, roosting, nesting cavities, etc., will 

not be cut. 

10. No firewood cutting or log skidding is authorized within 100 feet of any 

stream, river, pond, reservoir, or wetland. 

11. The holder of this authorization will abide by all area fire restrictions. 

12. If historic properties or artifacts are discovered, avoid any disturbance within 

the area and notify the Miles City Field Office. 

 

Prescriptive Use Authorizations would be issued for Dean S, Matthews, Howery 

Island and Morehead as needed for meeting management objectives for those 

specific recreation use areas. Public would be notified when permits are available for 

these areas. Site specific stipulations would be identified on the authorizations. 

 

 

B. Land Use Plan Conformance

The proposed action is in conformance with the above LUPs because it is specifically 

provided for in the following LUP decisions: On an incidental basis forestry products are 

harvested.  Uses are normally for posts, poles, Christmas trees and firewood.  Harvesting 

of firewood is allowed on designated public lands for dead trees, with ponderosa pine 

being the primary species. 

  

The Healthy Lands Initiative (2007) supports the proposed action through a proactive 

approach of removing dead tree debris within grazing allotments encouraging nutrient 

cycling and land health. 

 

C:  Compliance with NEPA: 

The Proposed Action is categorically excluded from further documentation under the 

National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) in accordance with 516 DM 11.9 © (5) 

which states “Disposal of small amounts of miscellaneous vegetation products outside 

established harvest areas, such as Christmas trees, wildlings, floral products (ferns, 

boughs, etc.), cones, seeds, and personal use firewood”. 

This categorical exclusion is appropriate in this situation because there are no 

extraordinary circumstances potentially having effects that may significantly affect the 

environment.  The proposed action has been reviewed, and, as documented below, none 

of the extraordinary circumstances described in 516 DM2 apply.
