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Description of the Proposed Action:

Terms and Conditions:

Lines 1 & 2: Custodial Pastures are the State, Horse, Winter, House, CPR, Corral and Highway
Pastures. Grazing is authorized during the listed season for the recognized capacity of the public
land. Livestock will not be on the public land continuously for the entire season. Livestock
numbers are not restricted.

Line 3: The Lone Tree Pasture is permitted on a restricted season of use and Livestock numbers.

Line 4: The Harbaugh EU refers to public land received from and paid for by Harbaugh.
