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PROPOSED ACTION: The proposed action is to renew the grazing permit for the Conn’s Coulee Allotment
#01327 to the present permittee. Grazing stipulations would be outlined in the terms and conditions, replacing the
1964 AMP. The grazing permit would be for a ten year term and run from March 1, 2013 through February 28,
2023.

The Bureau of Land Management proposes to drill and casing of a well in the SESESW quadrant of section 6
(Township 11 North, Range 51 E. MPM) which is actually in Pasture E, but will also be used to water Pasture D.
The permittee would be required to furnish the pumping systems, overflow systems and a minimum of a 1,000
gallon livestock water tank for the well. The permittee would also be required to fence the well off so cattle use
would be restricted to only one pasture and used in conjunction with other pastures The BLM would disburse funds
for the drilling and casing of the wells and the permittee would provide and install the water trough and pump for
this project. Drilling depths could range from 175-300ft depending on the land formations that are encountered. All
tailings from the drilling process would be scattered as per contract specifications. Water rights would be filed by
BLM upon completion of well.

Construction activities would not occur between April 15 and July 15 to minimize impacts to nesting migratory bird
species. If the permittee is not able to rotate cattle with water sources, the permittee agreed to have Pasture D
divided into three pastures. This would be addressed later if needed.

The permit would be issued as follows:

Terms and Conditions:
Lines 1 & 2: Grazing is authorized during the listed season for the recognized capacity of the public land.
Livestock will not be on the public land continuously for the entire season. Livestock numbers are not
restricted.

Line 3: Pasture D — Livestock movement will be controlled by the use of water in the pasture. The Tower
well can have water available season long. The windmill on Conn’s Coulee Well can be turned on after
September 1%, Livestock grazing is restricted to 184 days (up to 80 cattle) within the time frame
identified. Not to exceed 363 Federal AUMs.

Line 4: Pasture L, K & E -Livestock grazing is restricted to 78 days (16 cows) within the time frame
identified. Not to exceed 41 Federal AUMs.

Line 5: Pasture J, G & F -Livestock grazing is restricted to 32 days (240 cows) within the time frame
identified. Not to exceed 94 Federal AUMs.

Actual use records must be submitted within 15 days of the end of the grazing season. If actual use is not
submitted within 15 days, permittee will be billed for total preference, and must still submit actual use
records.

Flexibility in season of use, turnout dates, or livestock numbers requires prior written approval by the
authorized officer.
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
