	Provides selected DOD personnel with the ability to identify, define, develop, negotiate, and process airspace and air traffic control service requirements essential to national defense flight operations in the peacetime US airspace system. Includes understanding effects on DOD flight operations of the National Airspace System and Federal Aviation Administration structure and responsibilities; categories of special military use airspace; airspace and air traffic services for mission requirements; National Environmental Policy Act applications to flight operations; planning for future mission requirements; and basics of exercise airspace development and processing. Fundamental international airspace procedures, primarily relating to US offshore airspace, are covered. Two class exercises, Design of Military Operations Area and Military Training Route, are included. This is an advanced flight operations course designed primarily for the rated air operations officer.

	Prerequisites: 



	The course requires a thorough knowledge of DOD flight operations and US flight procedures. Military grades at or above O-3, W-3, and E-7 and civilian grades GS-11 and above whose duties or positions require knowledge of airspace management at the wing level and above. Supervisor and management personnel of air traffic control facilities who provide support services for DOD flight operations involving plans, exercises, and military use of airspace are also candidates for this course. ECL 80.

	HURRICANE SHELTERING FOR STUDENTS

	 
"HURRICANE SEASON IS FROM 1 JUNE THROUGH 30 NOVEMBER"
All students are required to shelter on base or evacuate to a designated location with their assigned squadron, as directed by 81 TRW CEMP 10-2, unless recalled by their home unit.  If any student is recalled or leaves prior to formal cessation of training, they risk disenrollment and losing their MAJCOM's Training Line Number (TLN).  If a student is disenrolled, their MAJCOM will have to use a new TLN to reenroll the student.  All students are required to complete and maintain a Form 21 which is part of the HURCON Database.  Students with dependents are required to state their dependents sheltering intentions in Keesler’s HURCON Shelter Database.
"During in-processing, students will ensure they are aware of and understand all of the sheltering procedures for the training squadron they are assigned.  At which time students will be advised of required items necessary for sheltering."

Pipeline Students:  Pipeline students reporting directly from Basic Military Training or from another training wing after elimination/reclassification will be housed in non-prior service dormitories.  Pipeline students who have completed a basic course and are sent for follow-on training should continue to be treated and housed as pipeline students. 

Split Training Option (STO) Students:  STO students will be treated and housed as pipeline students.  Upon arrival at Keesler AFB STO students will report directly to their Military Training Flight (see unit of assignment under Reporting Instructions on this page).

	 

	 

	Uniform Requirements

	All Courses:  No organizational hats will be worn with BDUs.  Uniform of the day on Monday's is blues (additional information below).  BDU/ABU are UOD the rest of the week.  Unit patches are fine for wear on your BDU/ABUs, but organizational hats are not authorized.  All NPS students are required to bring with them; All-weather coat, gloves and a flashlight issued at BMT.  Also a full complement of PT gear in either BMT issue or new AF Style is required.
 
The camouflage pattern garrison or baseball cap WITHOUT unit designation is the only authorized headgear for wear with the BDU.  AFI 36-2903, AETCI SUP1, para 3.1.2. states that the DCU will not be worn as a day-to-day uniform.  The following paragraphs explain additional uniform requirements.  Students must adhere to additional course specific uniform requirements listed on the course announcement above.  These uniform requirements also apply to ANG Technicians attending courses at Keesler AFB. 
Enlisted:  All personnel attending Keesler courses must have, at a minimum, two sets of the light blue shirt/blouse with short/long sleeves, battle dress uniform (BDU), Airman battle uniform (ABU) and flight suit (if authorized).  Personnel attending course as NPS airmen will wear long sleeve blue shirts on Mondays during 1 Nov through 1 Apr time period and will wear short sleeve blue shirts from 1 Apr through 1 Nov.  Personnel attending AFSC pipeline courses must also have the service dress uniform.  These uniform requirements also apply to ANG Technicians.

Officer:  Officers must have sufficient quantities of required uniform items to be appropriately dressed for all occasions.  Students will wear blues on Mondays and wear BDU/ABUs rest of the week.  TDY students are not required to have the mess dress uniform unless the requirement is included in the course announcement above.  Officers must wear non-subdued rank on the headgear and subdued rank on the collar when wearing BDU/ABUs. 
Air Reserve Technicians:  Reference AFI36-704 and AFM35-8001, When attending training courses in civilian status, the appropriate civilian attire for the course of instruction will be worn.  However, members are encouraged to wear the military uniform, worn as outlined above.  Some courses may require the wearing of "special" equipment identified in the course announcements and, regardless of status, all attendees will abide by these requirements.

	Non-prior service (NPS), enlisted (Pipeline) and split training option (STO) students WILL participate in a structured physical conditioning (PC) program.  As per AFI10-248_AETCISUP1, dated 14 October 2004, TDY students, who are not enrolled in the fitness improvement program (FIP), participate in the unit fitness program while assigned to that unit. Students with a current passing fitness assessment are not required to test unless their fitness assessment is due. Students MUST bring proof of current passing fitness assessment and provide during inprocessing.  (NOTE: Unit fitness programs in technical training will not infringe on the academic [classroom] training day. AFMAN 36-2203, Drill and Ceremonies, defines the official duty day as beginning with Reveille and ending with Retreat, allowing unit fitness programs to meet fitness requirements before or after the academic training day.)  Students are required to bring appropriate PC clothing and shoes
