SOFTWARE ORDERING AND DISTRIBUTION

Mission Planning software under Configuration Management  (CM) control by the Hill AFB Mission Planning Support Facility (MPSSF) can be ordered using the Technical Order Distribution Office  (TODO) system.  (Defined by  T.O. 00-5-17)

A TODO account (and account custodian) is established with the Tinker AFB Automated Computer Program Identification and Numbering System (ACPINS), by filing an AF Form 43.  (See A. & B. below)

As a user, if you do not know your current TODO account custodian, please contact CM at the MPSSF  800-SSF-SSFX, Dsn 777-6538. (menu  #4) 

The TODO account information should be kept current in the Tinker AFB ACPINS database because, as each item of software is revised, the new revision is automatically sent, to the TODO accounts that have a requirement on file for the previous revision of the software. It will be sent to the person and address shown in the database. Delivery information can be updated using the AF Form 43. (See Items A and B below)

Each item of unique software is assigned a Computer Program Identification Number (CPIN) when it is certified and authorized for distribution by the users Major Command  (MAJCOM).

When users need software, they notify the TODO. The TODO orders the software using its CPIN, on an AFTO 157. This establishes a requirement for the software. The 157 is sent to the Software Control Center at Hill AFB.  The order is logged into the ACPINS system and the software is mailed to the TODO, who is responsible for providing the software, locally, to the user. (See C. & D. below)
