If the case has been replaced and is cooler ready only the cooler kit needs to be installed. To perform the improvements to a non-cooler ready case you must install the rear oil pump kit along with the oil cooler kit. The parts numbers are listed below.

Built between 04/07/2005 and 11/08/2005 Depending on axle ratio, maximum engine RPM and maximum road speed an oil cooler could have been installed during plant production. If the vehicle already has a cooler no improvement is necessary. You can check the vehicle component/feature code list to determine if code 13WDP transfer case cooler is present, to determine if the unit was built with the oil cooler. This can also be confirmed by physical inspection to determine if a cooler is mounted between the frame rails behind the transfer case. If there is no cooler on the vehicle, only the oil cooler kit needs to be installed.
