Because 1 value the thousands of
historic archaeological sites in the forest I am a Site Steward for the Santa Fe National Forest, The reason
I moved to this area is because of the pristine landscapes. We do not need trucks and drilling equipment
in our guiet. peavelul neighborhood. But the number one reason not o allow hydraulic fracturing in this
arca (or anywhere for that matter) is water. We do not have ehough water 1o sustain this type of
operation, Even if I eould forget the statisties thal show hydraulic fracturing pollutes the aguifers and the
surface land. we do not have enough waler just to do hydraulie fracturing operations, 1 have read it takes
thousands of gallons of water! Water needs to be conserved {or drinking, fanning and te preserve the
forests, not io help get more oil out of the ground,

Here in Northern New Mexico we have lots of sunshine and wind. Let's spend our resources developing
those sustainable, non invasive resources instead ol continuing 1o rape the land to help keep the oil
companics in business. Let's look to the future instead of to the past.
