Therefore,
BLM’s offer of this parcel is pott;antially urntawful as it fails to sufficiently address the above issues
as required by the National Env;ironmental Protection Act (NEPA). Please pull this parcel from the
April 20 auction. Do not put myéfamilys water, health, and well-being at risk.
