	Current Status
	The Winecup Complex is located south of Jackpot, and north of Wells, NV.  It is generally east of Highway 93 to the Utah border and north of Interstate 80 to the Idaho border.  The Broyles’ Great Basin Type 1 National Incident Management Team (IMT) is managing the complex.  The Incident Command Post (ICP) and base camp is located at Jackpot Combined Schools in Jackpot, NV.  
Included in the complex are:  the Cedar Fire at over 100 acres and 0% contained; the Scott Creek Fire at over 20,565 acres and 30% contained; the West Fork Fire at over 5,372 acres and 25% contained; and at least nine other fires. The Cedar, Scott Creek, and West Fork Fires are all moving in a northeast direction, driven by southwest winds.  All available resources are engaged in fire suppression operations on these fires.  Additional firefighting resource orders are not being filled due to scarcity of resources nationally.
The Scott Creek Fire burned actively until late yesterday evening.  Structure protection at the Gully Ranch was provided by helicopter attack personnel until late in the evening.  High winds yesterday afternoon resulted in extreme fire behavior on the Scott Creek, Cedar, and West Fork fires, all of which grew in size.  The Cedar Fire is now included as part of the West Fork Fire. Minimal fire activity was observed on all other fires; ten fires are expected to be contained by the end of today.

The IMT is also responsible for initial attack on any other new fires on public and private lands east of Highway 93, north of the Thousands Springs Valley Road, and south of the Idaho state line, as well as north of Scott Creek to the Idaho-Nevada border, and east of Mary’s River.  This is an area of more than 2 million acres of public and private lands.  The Hepworth Complex in Wells, NV, is now responsible for the initial attack area south of Thousands Springs Valley Road.  

	Estimated Acreage/ containment
	Complex Acreage: Estimated at over 37,475 acres.   Containment is estimated at 30% for the entire complex.  No containment date has been established.  

	Values at Risk
	Outlying ranches are currently threatened, as well as grazing lands, wildlife habitat, railroads, radio towers, and powerlines.

	Cooperators
	Cooperators include: Bureau of Land Management, Nevada Division of Forestry, U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, Elko County government, Elko County Sheriff’s Office, City of Jackpot, and Elko School District.

	Closures and Restrictions
	Fire restrictions in northern and Central Nevada remain in effect until further notice.  Lands involved include federal state, tribal, and the Humboldt, Pershing, Lander, Eureka, Elko, Esmeralda, and Nye County Fire Protection Districts and portions of Washoe, Lyon, Churchill, and White Pine counties. 	Incident Plans for Today
	Firefighting resources will construct and improve line on the east flank of the Scott Creek Fire.  On the south and southwest flank, resources will improve and hold the line.  The Cedar Fire burned into the West Fork Fire last evening. Crews will resume constructing dozer line to flank this fire.  Initial attack forces will respond to any new wildfires.  All fires within the complex are being addressed on a prioritized basis. 

	Fire Weather
	The weather continues to be hot and dry with temperatures in the high 90s with single digit humidities.  Winds will be less erratic and out of the southwest at 20-25 mph with gusts to 35 mph by 1400 hours.

	Fire Behavior
	Extreme fire behavior is likely between late morning and late afternoon. Growth potential for these fires is extreme.  Rates of spread can be upwards of 1½ to 3 mph with sustained winds depending on fuel types.  Fire in a single tree can become a 500 acre fire in one hour.
