EVENING UPDATE

	Current Status
	The Highway 93 Complex is located 5 miles southeast of Jackpot, NV.  The Complex includes the West Basin Fire (approximately 61,329acres) and the Eccles Fire (approximately 18,343 acres).  The Broyles’ Great Basin Type 1 National Incident Management Team is managing the complex.  Acreages are based on information as of 1530 hours today. Total complex acreage is approximately 80,000 acres.
North winds last night pushed the West Basin Fire another 7 miles to the south burning a swath 1¼ to 1½ miles wide.  By 11:00 am today the fire had burned to within ½ mile of Texas Spring Road. 

Today, Single Engine Air Tankers (SEATS) based in Wells, Nevada, worked to take some of the heat out of the southern flanks and head of the West Basin Fire.  Firefighters and aircraft made significant progress containing the south end of the fire north of Texas Springs Road to stop the fire’s advance.  Helicopter attack crews worked hotspots in aspen pockets along inaccessible lines on the east flank.  Progress in fire suppression operations is being hampered by extreme fire behavior. Wind driven sustained torching was observed in pinyon/juniper stands. Safety of firefighting personnel is a significant concern.  

Firefighters made significant progress on the Eccles Fire today.  No major growth is expected based on efforts by ground and air resources.   
Resources threatened continue to include livestock, wildlife forage, mule deer and sage grouse habitat. In addition, significant investments made in previous wildfire rehabilitation efforts including the 2000 West Basin, Chokecherry, and South Cricket Fires are threatened. 

	Estimated Acreage/ containment
	Complex Acreage: Estimated at 80,000 acres.  The complex is estimated at 40% contained. Estimated date for full containment is projected for July 13, 2007 at 1800 hours.     

	Resources on the Fire/Costs
	These numbers are updated daily at 1530 hours.  Crews: 9  Helicopters: 3  Engines: 26  Water tenders: 10  Dozers: 7   Personnel: 392.  Additional resources continue to arrive on the complex.
Costs to Date: $1,250,164 as of 1500, July 10. Updated costs are the result of accrued costs previous to the team being assigned to the incident.

	Cooperators
	Cooperators include: Bureau of Land Management, Nevada Division of Forestry, U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, Elko County Sheriff’s Office, City of Jackpot, and Elko School District.

	Evacuations and Public Meetings
	At this time, there are no evacuations.  No public meetings are scheduled.

	Closures and restrictions
	Fire restrictions in northern and Central Nevada remain in effect until further notice.  Lands involved include federal state, tribal, and the Humboldt, Pershing, Lander, Eureka, Elko, Esmeralda, and Nye County Fire Protection Districts and portions of Washoe, Lyon, Churchill, and White Pine counties. 	Incident plans for Tonight
	Firefighters on the West Basin Fire will patrol, hold, mop-up, and secure containment lines constructed by day operations.  No action will be taken on the Eccles Fire tonight.

	Fire Weather
	Partly cloudy this evening with clearing after midnight.  Isolated dry thunderstorms possible this evening.
Predicted weather for tonight includes wind speeds of 5-10 mph from the northeast, with gusts to 15.  Temperatures will be 50-60, with minimum relative humidities of 30-45%.  

	Fire Behavior
	Tonight the main fire spread on the West Basin Fire will be generally south.  Fire behavior is expected to continue after sunset where wind, slope, and fuel continuity are in alignment. Fire activity will persist throughout the evening due to low live fuel moistures and poor humidity recovery. No growth is expected on the Eccles Fire. Outflow winds from any thunderstorm activity may produce rapid rates of spread and flame lengths hampering the ability of direct attack efforts.
