	Current Status
	The Highway 93 Complex is located 5 miles southeast of Jackpot, NV.  The Complex includes the West Basin Fire (approximately 60,974 acres) and the Eccles Fire (approximately 19,559 acres).  The Broyles’ Great Basin Type 1 National Incident Management Team is managing the complex.  Acreages are based on information as of 1530 hours yesterday. Total complex acreage now estimated at 80,533 acres with over 125 miles of fireline. Reduction on acreage is a result of more accurate mapping.
Fire activity is minimal on both fires.  Any activity will be well within containment lines on both fires. 
The fire is no longer a threat to livestock, grazing, and other resource values.  Risk of spread is very low.
Crews and other resources are rapidly being released today.  Releases will accelerate between now and Saturday night, July 14.

	Estimated Acreage/ containment
	Complex Acreage: Estimated at 80,533 acres.  The complex is now estimated at 90% contained.  Estimated date for full containment is projected for July 13, 2007 at 1800 hours.   Estimated date for full control is projected for July 14, 2007 at 2000 hours.  

	Resources on the Fire/Costs
	These numbers are updated daily at 1530 hours.  Crews: 14  Helicopters: 2  Engines: 25  Water tenders: 10  Dozers: 6   Personnel: 535.  Injuries: 3  
Costs to Date: $2,146,753 as of 1500, July 12. 

	Cooperators
	Cooperators include: Bureau of Land Management, Nevada Division of Forestry, U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, Elko County government, Elko County Sheriff’s Office, City of Jackpot, and Elko School District.

	Evacuations and Public Meetings
	Incident Information personnel attended the Jackpot City Advisory Board meeting yesterday afternoon to provide a fire update. No public meetings are scheduled.  

	Closures and restrictions
	Fire restrictions in northern and Central Nevada remain in effect until further notice.  Lands involved include federal state, tribal, and the Humboldt, Pershing, Lander, Eureka, Elko, Esmeralda, and Nye County Fire Protection Districts and portions of Washoe, Lyon, Churchill, and White Pine counties. 	Incident plans for Today
	Crews on the West Basin Fire will continue to mop up any hot spots on the fireline, paying particular attention to the southeastern flank. Crews will also continue rehabilitation efforts on dozer and hand lines.  Several engines will patrol all containment lines on the Eccles Fire.  Equipment and supplies are being retrieved from fireline areas.  All trash is being collected for disposal.

	Fire Weather
	Today’s weather is expected to be partly cloudy early with a slight chance of dry afternoon thunderstorms.  Temperatures will be in the mid 90s with minimum humidities close to 10%.  Winds will be out of the southwest at 6-10 mph with afternoon gusts up to 15 mph. 

	Fire Behavior
	Fire activity should be limited to isolated hotspots confined to the interior of the fire.  Interior hot spots will smolder and creep with a slight possibility of a flare up in the afternoon.  Any activity should be well within the interior of the fire and may be visible over the next few days.
