	Current Status
	The Highway 93 Complex is located 5 miles southeast of Jackpot, NV.  The Complex includes the West Basin Fire (approximately 61,021 acres) and the Eccles Fire (approximately 19,559 acres).  The Broyles’ Great Basin Type 1 National Incident Management Team (IMT) is managing the complex.  Acreage is now estimated at 80,580 acres with over 125 miles of fireline.  
The West Basin Fire flared up and slopped over containment lines yesterday afternoon.  The slop over, estimated at around 50 acres, crossed over containment lines at the headwaters of Badger and Boulder Creeks.  The flare up was the result of strong winds and extremely dry fuel conditions.  Firefighters and aviation resources quickly responded to the fire and worked to slow its growth.  Containment lines have been established and are being reinforced.  Full containment on the flare up and slop over is now expected by 8:00 p.m. today.  

Elsewhere on the fire, crews continued rehabilitation efforts on dozer lines and grading of the main access roads on the south and east flanks on the West Basin Fire.  Several engines continued to patrol the Eccles Fire.  
Transfer of command of the Complex to a local Type 4 organization has been postponed until 6:00 a.m. on Tuesday, July 17.  Base Camp at Jackpot Combined Schools continues to be downsized.

	Estimated Acreage/ containment
	Complex Acreage: Estimated at 80,580 acres    99% contained.  Full containment is now projected for July 15, 2007 at 8:00 p.m.   Containment is now expected by 2000 hours, Sunday, July 15r, 2007.  A new control date has not been established.

	Closures and restrictions
	Fire restrictions in northern and Central Nevada remain in effect until further notice.  Lands involved include federal state, tribal, and the Humboldt, Pershing, Lander, Eureka, Elko, Esmeralda, and Nye County Fire Protection Districts and portions of Washoe, Lyon, Churchill, and White Pine counties. 	Incident plans for Today
	Crews will complete and reinforce containment efforts on the flare up and slop over at the headwaters of Badger and Boulder Creeks on the West Basin Fire. They will also patrol fireline perimeters on both fires.  

	Fire Weather
	Today’s weather will be partly cloudy and hot with a chance of thunderstorms.  Temperatures will be in the upper 90s with minimum humidities close to 10%.  Winds will be out of the south-southwest at 10 mph with afternoon gusts up to 20 mph. 

	Fire Behavior
	Fire activity is expected be minimal.
