MORNING UPDATE

	Current Status
	The Winecup Complex is located north of Jackpot to north of Wells, NV. It is generally east of Highway 93 to the Utah border and north of Thousands Springs Valley Road to the Idaho border. The Broyles’ Great Basin Type 1 National Incident Management Team (IMT) is managing the complex.  The Incident Command Post (ICP) and base camp is located at Jackpot Combined Schools in Jackpot, NV.  
The complex includes:  Scott Creek Fire at over 20,565 acres and 20% contained; the West Fork Fire at over 27,475 acres and 20% contained; and seven other contained fires.  The HD Summit Fire is now part of the Hepworth Complex.
The Scott Creek and West Fork Fires exhibited extreme fire behavior throughout the afternoon.  Both fires continued to grow, crossing containment lines and moving to the northeast.  With ranchers help, firefighters and dozers continued to construct line on the West Fork Fire, completing an evening burnout operation.  The Dairy Valley Fire in UT, is expected to burn into the West Fork Fire today or tomorrow, prohibiting safe entry and work on the east side of the West Fork fire.  Judd Ranch has been plumbed for structure protection.

On the Scott Creek Fire, heavy air tankers were used on the southeast flank of the fire. Firefighting resources continued to construct line where possible and provide structure protection measures as necessary for ranches.  Precautionary measures are being taken to mitigate the potential threat to Jackpot.  A defensive dozer line will be constructed on the ridge to the east of Jackpot.

The IMT is also responsible for initial attack on any other new fires on public and private lands east of Highway 93, north of the Thousands Springs Valley Road, and south of the Idaho state line, as well as north of Scott Creek to the Idaho-Nevada border, and east of Mary’s River.  This is an area of more than 2 million acres of public and private lands.  

	Estimated Acreage/ containment
	Complex Acreage: Estimated at over 59,578 acres.   Containment is estimated at 20% for the entire complex.  No containment or control dates have been established.  

	Values at Risk
	Outlying ranches are currently threatened, as well as grazing lands, wildlife habitat, railroads, radio towers, and powerlines.

	Cooperators
	Cooperators include: Bureau of Land Management, Nevada Division of Forestry, U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, Elko County government, Elko County Sheriff’s Office, City of Jackpot, and Elko School District.

	Closures and Restrictions
	Fire restrictions in northern and Central Nevada remain in effect until further notice.  Lands involved include federal state, tribal, and the Humboldt, Pershing, Lander, Eureka, Elko, Esmeralda, and Nye County Fire Protection Districts and portions of Washoe, Lyon, Churchill, and White Pine counties. 	Incident Plans for Today
	On the West Fork Fire, firefighters and ranchers will work together on improving and securing dozer line from Signboard Pass to Trout Creek Ranch to prevent the fire from hooking around to the west. They will implement various structure protection measures at the Judd, Trout Creek, Old Winecup, and Rancho Grande ranches.  No personnel will be working on the east flank of the West Fork Fire because of the imminent threat of the Dairy Valley Fire in UT burning into the West Fork Fire.  The line on the west flank of the Scott Creek Fire will continue to be constructed to the north of Gully Ranch, and improved to the south of the ranch. Air resources will concentrate on holding the east flank of the Scott Creek Fire in the area of the Browns Bench Road to prevent further spread of the fire towards the town of Jackpot.  Structure protection measures will begin on the ridge to the east of Jackpot.  Aerial patrols of all contained fires in the complex will continue.

	Fire Weather
	The weather continues to be hot and dry with temperatures 94-99, with 6-10% humidities.  Winds will be out of the south-southwest 10-15 mph with gusts to 20 mph.

	Fire Behavior
	Portions of the fires likely remained active all night, the result of an overnight inversion, which will break around 9:00 a.m. Activity will pick up by 10:00 a.m. By afternoon, fire activity may exceed direct attack capability. Flame lengths in pinyon-juniper exceeded 60 feet on the West Fork Fire.
