(Jackpot, NV)  Cooler temperatures and the arrival of additional firefighting resources are expected to help firefighters in their efforts to contain the West Fork Fire. Ten additional 20-person crews will be on scene today, as well as numerous engines that will be released off the nearby Scott Fire.  On Wednesday, firefighters were able to build control line built around 60% of the 153,970-acre fire.   

“The cloud cover and higher humidity levels have lessened the chances of extreme fire behavior, allowing us to work directly next to the fire, and we intend to get as much line built as we can while we have those conditions,” said Kim Martin, Incident Commander for the Rocky Mountain Team, which assumed management of the fire this morning.  

Fire managers are concerned about the return of warm, dry weather which could cause hot spots to become active and the fire to spread.  The intent for today is to spread resources around the perimeter to continue building and strengthening control lines.  Where line is in place, firefighters will begin searching for and extinguishing hot spots within 100 feet of the perimeter.  Four helicopters will be available to help as needed.

The fire is bordered on the east of Highway 93 and the south by Thousands Springs Valley Road.  On the north side, it remains about 4 miles south of the Idaho border. The Incident Command Post will remain in Jackpot
