(Jackpot, NV)  Much, if not all, of the West Fork fire area received some precipitation on Wednesday, allowing firefighters to continue with their direct attack efforts.  Firefighters were able to get control lines around the three areas that had escaped the fire line on Tuesday. The increase in acreage in today’s total reflects better mapping of these areas after heavy smoke lifted.

Helicopters were kept active throughout Wednesday dropping water on hot spots on the north end of the fire between Trout Creek Ranch and the Nevada/Utah border, and on the south end of the fire to the west of Dairy Valley, and will be available again today if needed.

Firefighters will continue with their direct attack efforts today to build and strengthen the control lines.  The three main areas where firefighters are concentrating their efforts include:  the area to the west of Dairy Valley; the middle third of the east side; and on the northern side near Trout Creek Ranch.  Firefighters have found some “heat” in the heavy juniper fuels in the Trout Creek area.

Firefighters will also begin mop-up efforts, which involve methodically searching for and extinguishing hot spots, in some of the areas that have not shown activity for several days. Some rehabilitation of dozer lines built during suppression activities will also begin today.

Initial attack resources (dozers, engines, and water tenders) that had been staged at the Incident Command Post will be moved out to staging areas nearer the fire area today placing them closer to possible response areas.

There are no evacuations or closures in effect.
