
 
 

 
 

When the map opens in Adobe Reader, the layer icon is 

visible on the left if the map can be customized. To 

customize, click on this icon. 

A group of layers that make up the map are now 

displayed. Select the “+” symbol to expand the lists. 



 
 

 

The layers with the “eye symbol” are visible on the map.  

Click on the “eye symbol” to turn off a map feature layer. 

In this example, the Area of Critical Environmental 

Concern boundaries have been turned off. Now the 

hatched areas are no longer displayed on the map and 

the roads are more visible.
