Prior to undertaking any surface-disturbing activities on the lands covered by this lease, unless notified to the contrary by the Forest Service, the lessee or operator shall:

1. Contact the Forest Service to determine if a site-specific cultural resource inventory is required.  

2. Water depletions from any portion of the Upper Colorado River drainage basin above Lake Powell are considered to adversely affect or adversely modify the critical habitat of the four resident endangered fish species, and must be evaluated with regard to the criteria described in the Upper Colorado River Endangered Fish Recovery Program.  Formal consultation with USFWS is required for all depletions.  All depletion amounts must be reported to BLM.

b.  If owls are found, no actions will occur within 0.5 mile of identified nest site.  If nest site is unknown, no activity will occur within the designated Protected Activity Center (PAC). 

c.  Avoid drilling and permanent structures within 0.5 mi of suitable habitat unless surveyed and not occupied. 

d.  Reduce noise emissions (e.g., use hospital-grade mufflers) to 45 dBA at 0.5 mile from suitable habitat, including canyon rims.  Placement of permanent 
e.  noise-generating facilities should be determined by a noise analysis to ensure noise does not encroach upon a 0.5 mile buffer for suitable habitat, including canyon rims.  

a. Limit disturbances to and within suitable habitat by staying on approved routes. 

b. Limit new access routes created by the project. 
Additional measures to avoid or minimize effects to the species may be developed and implemented in consultation with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service between the lease sale stage and lease development stage to ensure continued compliance with the ESA.
