UP’s Future Direction

* Get the word out. New UP staff on board to facilitate.

* Continue efforts to identify, test and produce key native
plant materials for mule deer and sage-grouse habitat
restoration/enhancement.

e Conduct larger purchases of UP species now in production
and store them in the new warehouse. Attempt to stabilize
demand and reward growers that have shown initiative.

* Opportunistically pursue wild land collection and storage of
key shrub species.

* Coordinate future planned purchases among UP Partners.
* Enter into new grower agreements for “on deck” species.
* Find ways to evaluate seeding efforts and close the
“adaptive management” loop.
