Gather, Removal, and Treatment Summary

The capture and removal objectives for the gather is 140 from inside and outside the Blawn
Wash HMA and 10-30 head from along or near HWY 21. Approximately 170 excess wild
horses will be placed into Gunnison or Delta facilities.

Daily Gather Activity Summary
Blawn Wash HMA Gather

7/27 - Pre-work and set up holding corrals located at the Wah Wah Ranch. Field tour with IC
team and Contractor.

7/28 - 45 gathered (22 mares, 21 studs, 2 foals) and transported to the temporary holding facility.
7/29 - 36 shipped, (12 studs and 24 mares) to Gunnison Facility. All arrived safe.

7/29 — 25 gathered (10 mares, 11 studs, 4 foals) and transported to the temporary holding facility.
7/30 - 34 shipped, (17 studs, 13 mares, and 4 foals) to Gunnison Facility. All arrived safe.

7/30 — 31 gathered (14 mares, 10 studs, 7 foals) and transported to the temporary holding facility.

7/30 - One Blawn Wash Yearling grey filly/mare died (Sudden) when it hit a panel at temporary
holding and broke her neck. One Blawn Wash 7yr old sorrel mare euthanized (Chronic) with an
old broken right hind leg injury.

7/31 - 35 shipped, (24studs, 11 mares) to Gunnison Facility. All arrived safe.

7/31 - 42 gathered (18 mares, 14 studs, 10 foals) and transported to the temporary holding
facility.

8/1 - 36 shipped, (17 foals, 19 mares) to Gunnison Facility.

143 wild horses were removed from the Blawn Wash HMA and surrounding area. Horses were
removed primarily from State of Utah and private lands.

Sulphur Hwy 21 Gather

8/1 — 36 Gather (18 mares, 11 studs, 7 foals). Six (6) (2 foals, 3 mares, 1 stud) head released
back into the HMA at the trap site. 30 shipped, (5 foals, 10 mares, 15 studs) to Delta Facility.

30 wild horses were removed from the Hwy 21 area just outside the Sulphur HMA.
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
