	Social welfare organizations that are able to lobby legislatures as part of their mission to improve the general welfare.  Advocacy groups and certain employee organizations fall under this category.  Donor contributions are not deductible.



	501(c)5
	Labor unions and other groups formed to work for better conditions for workers. These groups may lobby for legislation.



	501(c)6
	Business and trade associations that work toward the betterment of business conditions. These groups may lobby for legislation.



	501(c)7
	Social clubs formed for recreation and pleasure, which must be funded primarily by memberships and dues.



	501(c)8 or 501(c)10
	Fraternal lodges that provide health and burial benefits that are available to all members. 



	501(c)9
	Voluntary employee beneficiary associations organized to pay insurance benefits to members and their dependents.



	501(c)19 or 501(c)23
	Veteran organizations for people who have served in the US military.
