Duties: Land Surveyors employed by the Bureau of Land 

Management perform original surveys and dependent 

resurveys on the boundaries of the public and Indian lands.  

The incumbent will assist in the execution of cadastral 

surveys and resurveys, shall apply knowledge of field 

surveying methods, techniques, and instruments in the 

measurement of angles and distances, and the evaluation of 

evidence to define federal boundaries.  The incumbent will 

use modern surveying instrumentation, including total 

stations, electronic field books, and the latest global 

positioning systems and software. Working for BLM 

Cadastral Surveys, depending on geographical area, is quite 

often is very arduous requiring long hours of hiking while 

carrying heavy packs.  The terrain is gently rolling to very 

steep, and the vegetation ranges from open to thick prickly 

brush.  Working conditions vary by office and should be 

determined through questions to the hiring office.
