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The correction listed in this errata sheet applies to BLM Technical Reference 1737-23, “Multiple Indicator Monitoring (MIM) of Stream Channels and Streamside Vegetation” (2011). This correction clarifies the need to collect greenline-to-greenline width (GGW) measurements from each plot location on both sides of the stream. The second and third sentences in this paragraph were found to be in error (note strikethrough). Included with this errata sheet is a formatted PDF designed to be printed on a 1 1/3 - x 4-inch label sheet (Avery 5162) and placed over the original printed paragraph in the technical reference.
