Purpose of Report

The Bighorn Basin Resource Management Plan (RMP) Revision Project is a combined effort revising
RMPs for both the Bureau of Land Management (BLLM) Cody Field Office (CYFO) and BLM Worland
Field Office (WFO). For the purpose of this document, the combined CYFO and WFO planning areas
will be called the Planning Area. Public lands within the Planning Area are currently managed according
to three RMPs: the Cody RMP (1990) for the CYFO; and the Washakie RMP (1988) and Grass Creek
RMP (1998) for the WFO. The revisions of these three plans will be managed as a single project
collectively referred to as the Bighorn Basin RMP Revision Project with a single EIS. Each field office
will issue a Record of Decision and an RMP for its jurisdictional area at the end of the planning
process. The RMP will guide how the BLM manages public lands in the Bighorn Basin for perhaps as
long as 20 years. The update process allows for adjustments to respond to new issues and changes that
occur as new information and knowledge is acquired.

The RMP is being written according to guidelines in BLM’s Land Use Planning (LUP) Handbook (H-
1601-1). The guidance for recreation and travel management found in the current edition of the LUP
Handbook is different than that found in previous editions. Current recreation guidance requires a
“benefits-based management” approach and travel management guidance requires a comprehensive
approach, while previous guidance did not. In order to update the RMP using current guidance it was
necessary for the BLM to gather additional data on recreation use as well as travel management. This
report summarizes the comments regarding recreation and travel management from the public
workshops, which are described later in this section.

Benefits-Based Management

Over time, BLM land managers have learned a great deal about recreational use of the public lands and
have changed the management framework and emphasis to Benefits-Based Management (BBM). BBM
is a process of managing recreation resources which focuses on the positive or beneficial outcomes
derived from engaging in recreational activities rather than just on the recreation activities themselves.
BBM provides the conceptual recreation framework to view, plan and collaboratively deliver recreation
services as a means to a larger end—outcomes that benefit individuals, communities, economies, and
the environment.

Recreation opportunities are an important part of the lifestyle of residents of the western United States.
The Bighorn Basin is made up of a high proportion of BLM-administered public lands which are
surrounded by National Forests, making public lands particularly important to the communities in the
Bighorn Basin.

Research has shown that people participate in preferred recreational activities in preferred settings with
the expectation that they will have certain experiences and certain beneficial outcomes will occur. For

example, hunters usually prefer to hunt in “favorite places” which are often chosen because the hunter
feels that the guality of their experience will likely be in line with expectations. These expectations

usually concern more than just harvesting game and often involve a number of qualitative factors such
as:

* The degree of crowding

e The scenic quality or relative naturalness of the hunt area

e The type and degree of physical access

e The degree of physical challenge

All of these factors contribute to the quality or value of the recreational experience. They often make a
typical recreational activity memorable or, in the case of commercial outfitting, are what may make a
given outfitted excursion marketable. As an example, a deer hunt in an industrial area with a strong
presence of people and industrial activity would be an entirely different experience than hunting with a
small group of friends in a natural landscape with little or no competition from other activities.

The character of the recreational setting has a profound impact on the type of recreational experience
on public lands. The recreational setting is a combination of the physical character or setting of the
landscape, social setting, and the managerial or administrative setting. The physical setting means the
degree of naturalness and the character of the landscape, while the social setting involves such factors
as the degree of crowding and the likelihood of interacting with others. The managerial or
administrative setting is the degree of agency presence. Agency presence may range from simple things
like signs or maps to agency personnel on the ground providing visitor assistance or law enforcement.

Recreational settings can range from primitive, undeveloped, uncrowded landscapes with little or no
visible agency presence to highly developed landscapes that accommodate a large number of people,
contain developed facilities, and have a visible agency presence to provide assistance.

Travel Management

The BLLM has several responsibilities regarding travel management. The first is to identify modes of
travel and transportation (both motorized and non-motorized) throughout the planning area, and then
to build and/or maintain a system of primary roads that provide access to the public lands. This system
consists of maintained roads for which the primary purpose is to facilitate management of public lands.
They are not public roads in the same way that state highways, county roads, and city streets are but
they do provide legal public access for a variety of public land uses including recreation.

The second responsibility is to oversee transportation and travel on the public lands, including use by
motor vehicles and non-motorized means of travel. Management of motor vehicle use is accomplished
by establishing Off-Highway Vehicle Designations through the Resource Management Planning
Process. All public land areas are designated as Open to all motor vehicle use, Closed to all motor
vehicle use, or Limited in one of several ways.

The Open category is normally used for areas designated for unlimited OHV recreational use such as
motorcycle or ATV play areas and is usually limited to small areas relatively close to communities.
Closed areas are also limited in size and number. They are often limited to environmentally sensitive
areas such as some (but not all) Wilderness Study Areas or fragile areas subject to damage from motor
vehicle use. Limited areas make up the bulk of the public lands. In the past they have primarily come
in two forms: areas Limited to the entire existing road and travel network, or areas Limited to a
specified network of roads.

The purpose of the “Limited to existing roads” designation is to provide good access to the public
lands and to curtail the proliferation of additional unauthorized roads and trails. The “Limited to
designated roads” designation is also used to provide good access to public lands as well as to specify a
particular network of roads and trails open to public use. In such areas roads that are excess or
redundant, or roads that are problematic, may be closed to motor vehicle use.

Off-highway vehicle designations are established with public involvement through the RMP process. In
order to change the designations, an amendment to the RMP must be completed. However, to add or
subtract individual roads from the overall road inventory, it is not necessary to amend the RMP, but
public involvement along with appropriate environmental analysis is required.

Roads and trails may be added to the inventory with BLM authorization. The most obvious additions
consist of roads authorized to facilitate resource development activities such as oil and gas, mining, or
recreational activities. A large part of the road inventory consists of two-track trails that were created
by the passage of motor vehicles. They are not official roads but they are a crucial part of the travel
network. They typically facilitate recreational activities such as hunting and fishing and are an
important part of the road network that supports livestock grazing on the public lands.

Recent national Travel Management guidance requires that the BLM establish an authorized
comprehensive travel management network through the planning process. This would require a
complete inventory and classification of all roads and travel ways on the public lands. Following that,
decisions would be made as to what roads and trails would become part of the official Travel
Management network. This is admittedly a monumental task that is usually not completed with an
RMP effort like the one currently underway in the Bighorn Basin, but is instead deferred for a number
of years following the completion of the RMP.

Bighorn Basin RMP 3
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Public Workshops

The BLLM encourages active public participation throughout the planning process. A series of
workshops focusing on Recreation and Travel Management was held in five Bighorn Basin
communities during the week of January 12 — 16, 2009. The workshops were held in Greybull, Lovell,
Cody, Worland, and Thermopolis, respectively and attracted approximately 203 total participants.

The workshops were an “open house” style, meaning no formal presentation was given. Instead, BLM
staff and contractors were on hand to brief participants as they arrived and to discuss the RMP process
and answer their questions. Large maps were provided on tables and easels to help people get oriented
to the Planning Area. Workshop participants were asked to fill out detailed questionnaires (Appendix
A) which were designed by the BLM recreation staff. Participants had the opportunity to fill out
questionnaires for Recreation and comment sheets for Travel Management. Participants were
encouraged to comment on either or both field offices in the Bighorn Basin, regardless of which
meeting they attended.

Data Limitations

The five public workshops conducted in January are only one source of information that will be
gathered to update the Bighorn Basin RMP. While the workshops were open to everyone, there is no
way to determine if various activities (hunting, hiking, motorcycling, etc.) or user groups were
adequately represented in proportion to their actual use on public lands. For example, a complete range
of age groups did not appear to be represented at the meetings and certain user groups (i.e., all-terrain
vehicle (ATV)/motorcycle use) seemed disproportionately high at some meetings. Therefore, it is
important to combine this report with other sources of information to gain a comprehensive
understanding of the overall recreation use within the Bighorn Basin.

The questionnaires and comment sheets handed out at the workshops, particularly for recreation, were
complex and lengthy and many people indicated difficulty filling them out. For example, some people
limited their responses to the top six experiences as requested, while others checked almost every box.
During the data input phase it also became clear that some people “mixed and matched” their favorite
areas throughout the form or did not stay with the same activity within each area. While this does not
mean the information provided is not helpful, the data cannot be considered statistically valid. The
information should be used as “snapshot” to get a general sense of favorite activities, areas, experiences
and benefits, but should not be used as the only source of information to get a complete picture. In
addition, limitations with the data-mapping exercise are discussed in the Comment Density Mapping
section.

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The Planning Process

Even though the land use plan decisions on BLM-administered lands ultimately rest with the BLM,
input from individuals, communities, and governments creates a stronger connection to the stewardship
of public lands. The decisions in the RMP will guide future land management actions as well as site-
specific implementation decisions. Input during this update process will help establish goals and
objectives for resource management (desired outcomes) and the measures needed to achieve these goals
and objectives (management actions and allowable uses).

Resource Management Plans set objectives for areas. Two types of recreation management areas are
identified during the RMP process:

* A Special Recreation Management Area (SRMA) directs recreation funding and personnel to
fulfill commitments made to provide specific, structured recreation opportunities (i.e., activity,
experience, and benefit opportunities). Both land use plan decisions and subsequent
implementing actions for recreation in each SRMA are geared to a strategically identified
primary market: destination, community, or undeveloped.

* An Extensive Recreation Management Area (ERMA) contains all acreage not identified as an
SRMA. Recreation management actions within an ERMA are limited to those of a custodial
nature and address visitor health and safety, resource protection, and use and user conflicts.

The recreation and travel management workshops and the reports resulting from them are only a part
of the larger process of data collection and analysis for the RMP effort. The BLM recreation staff will
also use the following information during the update of the RMP:

* Existing recreation data

¢ Staff knowledge of the Bighorn Basin and its recreational uses

¢ Personal contacts with recreation groups and local governmental officials

* Published reports from various sources

Identification of Preferred Recreation Areas

Land ownership in the Planning Area encompasses federal, state, and private lands (Map 1).

Comment Density Mapping

Each of the comment sheets included a map that workshop participants could draw on to indicate the
locations of their favorite areas. The areas that were circled were then digitized into polygons and
overlaid to indicate areas with high to low comment densities. The areas with a high density of
comments indicate areas of high public interest.

In addition, each of the polygons has a unique identifier, which ties it back to the database where the
information from the questionnaires and comment sheets was compiled. This allows the data to be
associated with the geographic areas indicated on the comment density maps. The unique identifier
includes the field office (Cody or Worland), worksheet type (Recreation or Travel Management), city or
town where the meeting was held (Cody, Greybull, Lovell, Thermopolis, or Worland), a sequential

participant number, and an “a” or “b” to indicate one of the two geographic areas drawn on the map by
the participant.

To help summarize the data, the comment density maps were created for four main user groups for
Recreation (Maps 2 to 6):

*  Motorized

* Non-Motorized

¢ Consumptive

¢ Non-Consumptive

In addition, comment density maps were created for Travel Management with the following categories

(Maps 7 to 10):

¢ C(Closed
* Open
e Limited

It should be noted that the maps created from the mapping exercise in the workshop questionnaire are
very general. While there were a few points of reference included on the maps, many people made their

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best “guess” as to the location of their favorite area. This led to some very large areas being circled, or
in some cases, the entire field office or Bighorn Basin. This caused a substantial amount of overlap on
the comment density maps which makes the data hard to statistically validate. Therefore, the areas of
high comments should only be used as an zndicator of an area of high interest.

Recreation Opportunities and Outcomes by Geographic Area

Data Tables by Geographic Area

The geographic areas identified in the comment density maps were then summarized in a table by

compiling the information participants provided on the worksheets. Because each participant was

assigned a unique identifier, specific information was tied to each geographic area, giving a detailed
breakdown of the information by area as shown on the comment density maps.

The tables beginning on page 16 summarize the information by field office as well as by geographic
area and main user group (primary activity type). Numbers in the tables represent the number of
responses for each category in the table. Categories within each table mirror the categories in the
workshop questionnaires, and include the following information:

Primary Activity Type: Motorized, Non-motorized, Consumptive or Non-Consumptive. Each
participant was asked to select a primary activity for each of the geographic areas the participant drew
on a map. These primary activities were used to divide participants into the four main user groups:

Rock climbing
Snowshoeing

Motorized Non-motorized Consumptive Non-Consumptive
ATV use Backcountry skiing Fishing Cultural site visitation
Driving for pleasure Caving Hunting Nature viewing
Jeep riding Cross-country skiing Recreational mining Paleontological exploration

Some activities that depend on the availability of a specific resource (e.g. fishing, cultural site visitation)
are limited to specific geographic areas. Other activities such as hiking and wildlife viewing, although
somewhat limited by the travel network, are more common in some geographic areas than others.
Therefore, each geographic area includes tables for primary activities listed by participants, although
participants may have listed other activities within the same area. For example, McCullough Peaks has
primarily motorized, non-motorized, and non-consumptive recreational activities.

All activities in which you participate. In addition to listing a primary activity for each geographic
area, most participants listed several additional activities that may have fallen under a different category

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than their primary activities. This part of the table shows all activities listed for that geographic area,
with the primary activity type shown in bold.

Time of season(s) you recreate. Participants were asked to select all seasons during which they enjoy
each of their primary activities.

Primary modes of travel. Participants listed all travel modes used, both to reach a specific recreation
area, and as a recreation activity. For example, a truck may have been used to haul an ATV to a
motorized recreation area.

Recreational Settings. For each of their primary activities, participants were asked to rank the level of
development, visitor services, and management controls they would prefer on a scale from 1 to 5, with
1 representing primitive and 5 representing developed.

Visitor Experiences. Participants were asked to select the six most important recreation experiences
realized from each of their primary activities.

Personal Benefits. Participants were asked to select the six most important personal benefits from
each of their primary activities.

Household and Community Benefits. Participants were asked to select the four most important
social benefits of each of their primary activities.

Economic Benefits. Participants were asked to select the four most important economic benefits of
each of their primary activities.

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Section 3 — Travel

Identification of Travel Management Areas

The travel management maps in this report were created to show areas that workshop participants were
concerned about. Workshop participants were asked to review existing OHV designations and make
recommendations for updates and changes. The first map (Map 7) shows overall comment density or,
areas that workshop participants considered to be priority areas. Two major areas stand out; the
McCullough Peaks area in the Cody Field Office and the area east of Worland that is of considerable
interest and value for motorized recreation. The remaining three maps (Maps 8-10) show comment
density for Closed, Open, and Limited.

The maps will be used by the respective field offices and the planning team to identify priority areas of
concern in the planning process. Maps of specific recommendations (Closed, Open, Limited) will help
the BLM evaluate existing OHV designations and to help formulate alternatives for the RMP.

Workshop participants were asked to list the modes of travel they used while recreating in their
preferred areas, checking all modes of travel that applied. There were eleven choices, including
“other.” The results are summarized in Tables 20 and 21 below, broken out between the Worland and
Cody field offices.

Opverall, motorized travel (car, truck, ATV, motorcycle, and snowmobile) for Cody made up 54 percent
of the total responses. Non-motorized travel (horse, foot, mountain bike, cross country ski, and
snowshoes) made up 36 percent of the total responses. Other, unspecified means of travel made up 1
percent of the total. Results for Worland were similar except that motorized travel made up a slightly
higher percent of the total.

Each response in the table does not represent one response from each workshop participant.
Workshop participants had the option of filling out recreation questionnaires for both the Cody and
Wortland Field Offices. Some participants checked as many as six or seven modes of travel for each
field office while others checked only one or two for a single field office. As a result, some workshop
participants made up a disproportionately large percent of the total responses while others responses
did not. While not statistically valid, the information in the tables helps understand the array of travel
modes.

These limitations may include: limiting the time, number, or types of
vehicles; limiting the season of use; limiting use to permitted or licensed use only; limiting use
to existing roads and trails (current roads would be open); and limiting use to designated roads
and trails (selected roads would be open and others closed). The BLM may place other
limitations, as necessary, to protect resources.

In most cases, the cumulative regulations have been
implemented without an economic analysis of the effect upon the county and other
counties’ economy and social structure including schools, hospitals, local government,
and emergency services. We are convinced the most reasonable method to help solve
the red tape handicap of our economy would be through economic analysis of the
impacts of the various regulations on our economy, whether the action is state or
federal in nature. All county commissioners within this BLM plan need and should
insist on coordination for taking economic analysis. With the economy struggling, it
should be the first priority to consider the effect of regulations that restrict access and
multiple use. The Taylor Grazing Act of 1934 (54USCS313 was passed primarily to
provide for stabilization of the western livestock industry and the act is still sound law.

Also, I would like to see
significant resources for patrolling and responding to calls re: dangerous, inappropriate
and illegal motorized travel on this beautiful and delicate semi-arid landscape. I have
felt threatened and harassed on my bike. I have asked pickup-truck drivers if they
would please load the mattress back on their truck and bring it to the dump, and 1
seriously feared for my life as I cycled away given the guns they had and the macho
ethos they spurred on between themselves. I am saddened by the loss of small
canyons—the 3 or 4-wheelers radically and irreparably destroy them. The sound and
smell of motorized vehicles travels across the landscape. I don’t impact them; they
impact me. Please don’t let the bad apples win. Please build a motorized alliance with
designated areas and accountability.

The Wilderness Study Area and Citizens’ Proposed Wilderness Area in the
McCullough Peaks should be closed to all vehicular travel.

On Spirit Mountain Road, there is a gate near the cavern entrance that denies access to
the upper section of this road/mountain. The gate was placed there by Jon Sourwine,
owner of a large parcel of private land on the top of Cedar Mountain. The gate has a
chain and several locks, though it is never actually locked. This road would provide
access to more public lands containing a wealth of new rock-climbing resources, but is
currently off-limits due to access through a small private parcel of land. At the base of
Cedar Mountain on the south side there is another access near Poley Road that is
posted “private drive.” This road passes in front of several homes then winds its way
up to the steep, rocky base of the mountain which is public land, an ideal place to park
and explore boulders. Please secure access for rock climbers to use this amazing
resource.

CTC037

All should be left as they are.

CTCO038

Satisfied with current conditions.

CTC039a, b

Develop a trail system for OHV in both of these areas. There are no trail systems
designated in the Cody Field Office area. In the vast amount of BLM land in the Cody
area there should be a part with designated trails (loop trails, not just one-way, dead-
end trails). Only one trail system is currently designated in the Cody and Worland
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areas. If the No water OHV trails system works, another system should also work in
the Cody district.

CTC040

I do not see any reason to have any restrictions at this point in time. In other words,
the whole area should be open.

This
area receives fairy intensive use due to its proximity to Cody; I have been riding
mountain bikes out there for 15 years and I have seen cow trails turn into ATV trails
and then roads and miles of new roads have appeared over the years, and many miles
of single-track have disappeared. The few natural water resources out there get
thrashed by trucks and ATVs. Shooting is also an issue. I know of several close calls
of bikers almost getting shot by careless shooters not knowing what is down-range
and not using a proper backstop or shooting across roads and trails. There is also a
large dumping problem out there. Every year we participate in a cleanup project and
every year it looks as if we never did a thing. I am not opposed to having some open
travel areas for OHV use, but this area is the only place Cody residents get ready
access without having to get in their cars and drive. If the BLM is going to allow
cross-country OHV travel, it should be a bit further from Cody or restricted to a small
area near Cody. Right now it is a sprawling mess out there. How to control access in a
wide-open area like this is difficult. Fencing Skyline Drive and providing “educational
opportunities” at the access points may help. I really don’t know. Has the BLM had
any success with such methods in the past? I also think that providing educational
material at the point-of-sale of ATVs would help. Ultimately, after education you have
to move on to deterrence and bust the violators and make sure the penalties are
significant and well publicized. Combined with the above action is to provide quality
designated OHYV trails that would draw OHYV user interest and hopefully keep them
riding those trails and not going cross-counttry.

Abusers tend to
go back and forth across property lines (public/private). We have also seen more
public land abuse occur as gas/oil development increase in our area.

CTU013

Most large areas of open land in the resource area should be designated as “limited to
designated roads and trails” in order to protect resources. Under that designation the
BLM could then have the flexibility to close roads seasonally, or restrict two-tracks to
ORYV use only. This would also give the resources more protection in the case of
proposed energy development, as the local resource field staff could respond to issues
of access as they come up. It would give the field office more control over how much
vehicular activity was taking place. I think each major community in the area should
have reasonable access to a designated ORV play area as there is demand for this kind
of activity. The area should be small, fenced, signed, and monitored. There should be
trash receptacles, interpretive signs, clear and enforced penalties for trespass on
surrounding lands. Another type of area could also be created, again for the benefit of
ORYV users—a trail system specifically for ORVs and bikers in specific designated
areas. Jeeps and pickups would not be allowed in these areas, and again their
boundaries would be clearly marked and posted, and trespass beyond the area would
be prosecuted. Other than these specific small areas, roads and vehicular travel of all
types should be reduced, not increased. Access to areas is good, but a spider-web
network of roads and two-tracks is destructive to all other uses. In some places,
however, the extreme crown-and-berm of the big BLM gravel roads makes it
impossible to park and bike or get a horse trailer safely off the road. This leads to
people tearing up the land while trying to turn a vehicle around. Main thing is the
resource needs to be protected from thoughtless individuals and industry abuse.

WTCO009

I like to see occasional areas where ORV use is allowed and that small bit of land is
considered a quasi-“sacrifice area.” This lets people blow off steam and use their ORVs
intensively. Most other public land areas should be protected from ORYV use unless the
use occurs on an existing road or two-track. There are other areas that I feel should be

excluded from all ORV use, depending on the natural resources that could be adversely
affected.

WTCO010

Need to make good campgrounds and trails that families can use. Water, shade,
outhouses, and use the back-country roads that are there and connect them for circle
routes so you don’t have to go back the way you came. Find a way to get off-road-
vehicle funds to help build things out in the country like 10-15 Mile Creeks, Fenton Pass
and such. This would be a perfect place for a 50 or 60-mile ride with lots of signing and
connections between roads.

WTCO11

I think if you can get a trail system open for the use of OHVs, that would be the best.
Off-road used for trapping and recovering of animals—direct route. Limited.
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WTC012 Limited use to be managed by limiting numbers of OHV/ATV permits or size of group.
Limited to non-impact areas within restricted use zones.

WTC013 No comment.

WTC014 All should be left as they are.

WTCO015 Satisfied with current conditions.

WTCO016 All left open.

WTCO017 Develop a limited-use OHV trail system, perhaps similar to the No Water OHV trail
system. Seems a little unjust to have only one trail system in such a large area of BLM
lands.

WTC018 How about some more travelable roads, maybe more access for public. Needs a lot of
public input.

WTC021 No comment.

WTG001 The area going into Spiney needs to be closed to ORV use. This is an area near Trapper
Creek and in the Tobe pastures.

WTGO002b | Area marked O, need more opportunities in this area.

WTGO002c¢ Area L, more trails for limited use.

WTG003 Limit motorized travel to existing roads and trails throughout the entire planning area.

WTG004 Open area for ATV and dirt bikes. Remainder of Wortland field office should remain/be
designated as “limited” to existing roads and trails.

WTGO005a | Establish a play area between Greybull and Basin.

WTG005b Establish some dedicated bike trails/walking trails along some of the drainage areas near
the mountain and mark paths and maps. Limit some of the 4-wheeler trails near the
mountain for better hunting for those walking and trying to hut and not drive down
their game. Better access around places that do not allow hunting.

WTGO006 Thank you for the work that you do. Please don’t let a few “knotheads” ruin the hunting
and ATV use for the rest of us. Again, thanks for all that you do! Keep things open to
the public.

WTGO007 Fishing and hunting access is the problem. Establish fishing access and sign accordingly
for the following streams: Porcupine, White, Trapper, Canyon, Deep and South Fork
Owl Creeks. Access methodologies include road, trails, cross-country hiking, etc. Access
for each stream must be created in several locations and the routes signed so fishers can
easily follow the directions. For the Bighorn River, missing signs should be replaced on
all public land reaches. Use the Paintrock Creek access as a model when creating tract
access to fishing streams. Reasonable hunting access in the upper drainages of Buffalo
Creek and Buffalo Spring Creek should be improved. Private land is preventing
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reasonable access and needs to be improved. (Comments by Wyoming Wildlife
Federation)

WTGO009 I enjoy riding horses and ATV on BLLM lands. I get upset when people trash up the area
and get off the roads with their 4-wheelers. I appreciate having these areas to travel on
and enjoy the outdoors and wildlife.

WTGO010a | The highway-traveled roads can remain open; some smaller, not often traveled roads
should be either totally closed or seasonal closures October 1 through May 15 or
something to that fact.

WTGO011 For every acre closed to OHV use 2 acres of OHV play area should be set aside.

WTGO012 I believe public access to public land is becoming a very big issue in the state of

Wyoming. As more and more private land is sold and changes hands, the people that
purchase it seem to have different values and views than those who owned it before.
People from different states, different countries, different cultures, and different values
are coming in buying land and limiting or shutting off access to our public land. Even
some of the fourth- and fifth-generation farmers and ranchers are not allowing access
across their land which in the past has been there. Don’t get me wrong: I do respect land
owner rights, but when a land owner can shut off hundreds or even thousands of acres
of public land with the purchase of 40 acres or less of land, I believe this is very wrong.
Often times these same land owners have grazing permits for livestock to the very same
public land that they have landlocked or [cut off] public access to. How ironic is that:
that the public is kept off public land by a land owner that pays 25-30% of the cost for
grazing livestock on private land? Something is wrong with this picture. I can give you
cases where I have been harassed by land owners on public land, with them trying to tell
me it is private land. I have been told to get off public land by land owners. I have seen
land owners post public land for NO TRESPASSING, or try to charge people to hunt
ot cross public land. I have seen land owners lock gates going into public land. One time
a gate was locked on public land with a government lock; the rancher had a key to access
behind the gate and used it. I also saw an off-duty government employee access it with
his key, take his vehicle through, lock the gate behind him and go hunting while the
public was locked out.

Private land that borders public land should be fenced accurately, not just fenced for the
easiest route. Any public land should be signed so people are aware it is public land.
Signs can be taken down or destroyed so maybe something more permanent, like
painting the gate posts and corner posts yellow.

Access is becoming a real problem in Sheridan and Johnson counties. You can hardly
access the foothills and the Bighorn Mountains anymore on that side of the mountain,
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because of access being shut off by land owners. I’'m not sure what the answers are, but
I think that there needs to be some serious work and attention brought to this problem
in the future. Not just the BLM, but the counties, the Forest Service, the Game and
Fish, the state all need to work on accessing our public land for multi-use. Hunting
seems to be one of the most talked-about problems. The game belongs to the state of
Wyoming, the land is public but a land owner through ownership can make for a very
unpleasant experience.

It may take a combination of things to resolve some of the access issues, like land swaps,
purchase easements, fencing rights-of-way, revoking grazing permits, putting up game
fences around land owners so that the game doesn’t have access to their property. I
don’t have all the answers, but if the trend continues it is going to become more and
more difficult for the public to access its own land. Thanks for the opportunity to
comment on this very important issue.

WTL001

No comment.

WTLO02

In the Black Butte area either enforce the closures or stop bulldozing the old road and
trailheads. Hunters just drive around this bulldozer effort, creating more environmental
impact damage. It’s ridiculous the way the current roads have been closed. I've hunted
this area for nearly 40 years and I’'ve seen more damage done by the BLM than by any
hunters in that area.

WTLO003

I feel the roads in the Black Butte-Medicine area should be open |[as it was] when the
game and fish bought the Taylor Ranch. There was good access with very little range
damage. This area has been used by old and incapacitated hunters since it first went with
Mike Johnson, who homesteaded there. His cabin still stands. He has passed on. Closing
all the roads only crowds more hunters on the few that are left.

My next real gripe is BLM piling up huge piles of dirt in an attempt to close roads,
causing more damage than the roads ever did. Then you walk a bulldozer over a road
that is left open and don’t maintain it. I know of 8 instances of major damage to vehicles
trying to go around the west face of Black Butte. I saw a skid guard from a new Dodge
truck torn completely off. It still lies by the road on Strawberry. One hunter from South
Dakota tore the front end off his truck, then had his son shuttle a new 2008 1-ton Ford
from South Dakota and it only lasted 3 days when he tore the front end out of it. This
man is 66 years old and was not being reckless. He was only trying to hunt elk.

My next major gripe is how hard it is to learn of these meetings. I found out at 3:30 this
afternoon and called many people, most of whom had other commitments, but were
very surprised there was a meeting. Had they known sooner maybe they could attend.
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WTTO001

We had access to BLM til they [took] photos by air and said if road was on other side of
tree we were legal and would not let us go around and shut down road after they talked
to Fish and Game Warden Benti.

WTT002

The No Water trail system is a very enjoyable setting. Very relaxing.

WTTO003

One of the major problems I see throughout the FO area is the lack of ability to enforce
road and off-road regulations There is far too much unrestricted and illegal vehicle use
throughout the area.

WTT004

Maintain present situation. It is working!

WTTO005

Please do not close any more roads. Ranchers, recreation users all need access to “our”
land. There is no problem staying on roads, trails except who defines road or trail?
Common sense has to be put into play abut what a road or trail is.

WTTO006

I feel we should be able to use any existing road and travel on it via foot, horse, 4-
wheeler, truck or jeep. Don’t spend thousands constructing new OHV trails/roads and
continue to close existing roads and trails. It’s a waste of time and money. Not everyone
in Wyoming owns a horse. Ranchers can use any road and even go off the roads with
their trucks. Their cattle do more damage than our 4-wheeler does.

WTTO007

Leave things like they are or before. If landowners don’t want you there, OK. If they do
they will tell you where you can go or not.

WTTO008

Most comments and thoughts will be about recreation. We have a ranch and the ATV is
a tool. We have two-tracks along all fences. It greatly facilitates fencing. I hope that is
taken into account. I try not to track up the country and am irritated with some tracks
up areas where no one should ride.

WTTO009

The main public road to the mountain could use more maintenance other than culverts
being replaced and some road balding. Also there are fences in this area that it is easier
to go and fix with an ATV than tear up a pickup trying to get to it. Also moving cattle
sometimes is faster this way than to have to go back to the ranch and get a horse. There
are some recreationists in this area that abuse the use of ATVs on the land, though.

WTT010a, b

Areas marked closed are front areas for National Forest roadless areas and should be
consistent. Also contain WSA which should be totally off limits to ATV and motorized
use.

WTTO010c

Area marked L (limited) motorized should be limited to existing road only. Cross-
country motorized (no roads or trails) should be eliminated completely.

WTTO11

From the other map it looks like there are WSAs where you have OHV use. I would
limit ATV use in these areas. There are lots of other areas they can ride around; there is
a lot of blue on the map. I think ATVs are noisy and they can be some places, but there
are some places that a person needs quiet. Quiet is a resource and getting more scarce all
the time.
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WTTO012

Agriculture users must be allowed access through public lands to be able to sustain a
viable operation. Sometimes travel off of an existing two-track or maintained road
should be allowed in cases of operational needs. Roads/access should be looping to tie
drainages together in rough/higher country. In order to develop the natural resources
on public land, good latitude must be implemented since so many environmental and
species protections are stymieing the economy of Wyoming.

WTU001

OHYV use limited entirely to established road only! And increase enforcement.

WTU002

WSASs closed to all motorized vehicles. HMA—to OHV use. Limit all BLM land for
OHYV use to existing road only. No trails. Keep No Water OHV trail system. No cross-
country travel allowed by motorized vehicles on BLM land. We need enforcement.
Motorcycle and OHV tracks everywhere—way too much anyway. No new roads!

WTU003

Most large areas of open land in the resource area should be designated as “limited to
roads and trails” in order to protect resources. Under that designation the BLM would
have the authority and flexibility to close roads seasonally, or restrict two-racks to ORV
use only. This would also give the resources more protection in the case of proposed
energy development, and give the local office more control over how much vehicular
activity was taking place. I think each major community in the resource area should have
access to a designated ORV play area, as there is demand for this type of activity. The
area should be small, fenced, posted, and monitored. There should be trash receptacles,
interpretive signs, and clear and enforced penalties for trespass on surrounding land.
Trail system for ORV seems like a good idea as part of the mix—close roads to vehicle
use, encourage ORV and trail bike use in designated areas, have clearly marked
boundaries and enforce them. Otherwise, overall vehicle use should be reduced, not
increased. Access to areas is good but spider-web networks of roads and two-tracks is
destructive to all other uses. In some places, however, the extreme crown-and-berm of
the big BLM gravel roads makes it impossible to park and hike, or get a horse trailer
safely off the road. This leads to tearing up the land while trying to turn a vehicle
around. Main thing is the resource needs to be protected from thoughtless individuals
and industry abuse. Enforce existing regulations.

WTUO004

In general I would like to see off-road vehicles limited to roads only. Their use is very
disruptive to the fragile soils and wildlife and to other people using the land. The more
that can be limited to foot and horseback use the better.
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WTU005

Off-road vehicle traffic and OHV traffic has become a huge problem on public lands
across Wyoming. Until the public lands have more money for better inspection and
oversight of how off-road and off-highway vehicles are using public lands, there should
be far more restrictions on OHV use. Wyoming public lands have not been adequately
protected from damages occurring from OHVs. I have marked the entire map with an
“X” because until more money is appropriated for more officers on the ground there
should be no OHV and ORYV traffic allowed on any public lands. Private property is
also being put at risk when OHV and ORYV users destroy signage. Any off-road use that
follows the removal and destruction of signs becomes a problem for public and private
lands. In my personal experience, it is very difficult to get authorized personnel to act in
a timely manner to respond to vandalism and trespass issues on both public lands and
adjoining private lands. Abusers tend to go back and forth across property lines

(public/ptivate).

WTUO006

I'm opposed to OHV use except in small restricted areas because our environment is
too fragile for extensive OHV use.

WTU007

I am not very familiar with this part of Wyoming, but I’'m amazed at the opportunities
for cultural site visitation, photography, and overall outdoor activities. Coming up on a
time of retirement where I will have a better chance of visiting this area of my state, I
hope you will safeguard the area. I feel OHV should be limited in that the environment,
historical sites, and plant an animal life are protected. You have scientists on staff who
know what areas are fragile and what areas are best suited for ATVs, for example. This
is the land of all our people. Responsible use is necessary and your plan going forward
should indicate planning that will safeguard Wyoming’s incredible BLM lands. Hopefully
you can decide the best O, L, and X places because I do not have that expertise.

WTWO001

I 'love to ride dirt bikes. Please don’t change that.

WTWO002

Don’t need facilities. Just want to ride the areas the way they’ve always been. People
littering and making new roads are the worst problems and it hasn’t gotten out of hand
yet.

WTWO003

I disagree with marking trails on BLM lands. Let people learn on their own and take
some responsibility for themselves. Don’t lead them by the hand through everywhere.

WTW004

With the limited time available this evening, my comments will be brief. In general, I
believe protection of the resource is most important. Roads can damage and fragment
the fragile plant and animal communities, and cause erosion and lasting damage. I enjoy
accessing the WSAs by car to the nearest appropriate location, and then by foot.

WTWO005

WTWO006

I would greatly appreciate it if the BLM would not change anything [from] the way it is.
I like to ride my dirt bike and hunt in the areas I marked.
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WTWO007

It would be nice if it would be left open like it has been for the last 70 years.

WTWO008

I appreciate the desire of motorists to play off-road but they need to have designated
play areas. Noise and dust are unwanted additions to the experience of those out there
to enjoy the scenery and to get away from the noise and pollution of town. Not to
mention to the environment—wildlife disturbance, trash, erosion, plant damage, etc.
Another thing to keep in mind is damage to cultural sites. Besides tearing up and
removing/transplanting artifacts, the dust is damaging to rock art. I respect their desire
to play; all I ask is that they show the same courtesy.

WTW009

Those areas listed on the map as open—closed is appropriate. The limited areas should
be opened for certain activities such as retrieval of game, firewood gathering as allowed.
And consideration that ATVs may be appropriate more than pickups in some areas.
Seasonal restrictions are more acceptable than blanket rules. Consideration of activities
that may require OHV should be given. Emergencies should have overriding consent.

WTWO010

In both marked areas, I would agree that vehicle travel should be restricted to existing
roads. In areas marked L, much of the area has been limited to designated roads and
trails. I believe this is too restrictive. Unless a specific reason can be given for closing an
existing road that has likely been in use for 50+ years, it should remain open. This is not
to say that some restriction cannot be put on motorized travel. During periods of wet
weather, travel might be restricted. However, I seriously doubt whether there is any valid
data showing excessive damage to most of the two-track roads in the Badlands when
traveled in dry weather. I haven’t been in area 2L in the past couple of years so am not
sure what the travel status is on these roads. However, as above, most of the existing
roads should remain open for travel unless specific reasons can be cited. As an example,
the roads in the Renner wildlife area (if it is BLM) probably should be restricted during
winter to protect the elk and deer.

WTWO011

Existing roads should be able to be traveled on by anyone at any time. The people that
abuse our land should be prosecuted but I don’t believe we should shut lands down to
the law-abiding citizens.

WTWO012a,

In the areas marked I believe more use by OHV could be allowed. In bentonite or sandy
areas especially. In these areas oil-field roads go everywhere so what difference will
OHYV trails make? By making these areas open or even designating them as play areas, it
might take pressure off of other areas that are now affected that can’t take the abuse or
crowds now using them (the resource is more sensitive).

Close area 3 completely to all 4-wheeler use. Wildlife will benefit, aesthetics will benefit.
BLM can focus efforts on less area and thus increase effect of funding.

As a member of the community
in the 20-25 age-group. I believe I am in an area where I understand both sides of the
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generational argument. I think they need to be left at the same number or make more of
these areas in order to give young people and some adults a place to go and just have
fun where it is lacking a small amount in this area.

WTWO015

I absolutely am enjoying my activities in and around the Worland area, more specifically
the Rattlesnake region. It would be a shame to teach my children new outdoor activities
and have them shut down by someone that has never enjoyed those areas the way I
have. BLM recreation’s Paul Rau was very respectful and attentive to what I was
concerned with; I thank him.

WTWO016

I think the badlands on either side of Highway 16 should be open. The trail system that
goes on both sides of the highway has been there since the 1960s. I started riding
motorcycles and ATVs in this area in 1975 and now I am 46 years old and still ride in
these areas. My two sons ages 20 and 22 have been riding these areas since they were 5
and 7 years old, and I would like to see my grandsons ride on these same trail systems.
There is nothing really to hurt out there and these trails have been ridden on for
generations. The area known as the Pits, right-hand side of Highway 16, down Cactus
Drive about 3 miles on the old highway; the original Sagehoppers Motorcycle Club had
a lease in 1968 or 1969. Their lease ran out in early 1980. This spot is visited a lot all
spring, summer and fall by all levels of motorcycle riders from beginners to advanced
and families of 4-wheelers and ATVs. This is a favorite starting point.

WTWO017

Seasonal closures and temporary closures are needed after rains or when the frost goes
out in the spring.

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Beneficial outcomes — also referenced as “Recreation Benefits;” improved conditions, maintenance of
desired conditions, prevention of worse conditions, and the realization of desired experiences.

Closed — an area where off-road vehicle use is prohibited. Use of off-road vehicles in closed areas may
be allowed for certain reasons; however, such use may be made only with the approval of the
authorized officer.

Consumptive use — all activities that include some sort of use or harvest of natural resources. These
activities may not involve the use of motorized vehicles.

Cooperating agency — assists the lead federal agency in developing an Environmental Assessment or
Environmental Impact Statement. The Council on Environmental Quality regulations implementing
the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) define a cooperating agency as any agency that has
jurisdiction by law or special expertise for proposals covered by NEPA (40 CFR 1501.6). Any federal,
state, or local government jurisdiction with such qualifications may become a cooperating agency by
agreement with the lead agency.

Designated roads and trails — specific roads and trails identified by the BLM (or other agencies)
where some type of motorized vehicle use is appropriate and allowed either seasonally or year-long.

Desired outcomes — a type of land use plan decision expressed as a goal or objective.

Explicit recreation management objectives — specifically targeted recreation activity, experience,
and benefit opportunities (i.e., recreation opportunity outputs) and their attainment (i.e., recreation
outcomes).

Extensive Recreation Management Area (ERMA) — public land units that are not identified as a
SRMA are managed as an extensive recreation management area (ERMA). Recreation management
actions within an ERMA are limited to only those of a custodial nature and address visitor health and
safety, resource protection, and use and user conflicts.

Goal — a broad statement of a desired outcome; usually not quantifiable and may not have established
timeframes for achievement.

Guidelines — actions or management practices that may be used to achieve desired outcomes,
sometimes expressed as best management practices. Guidelines may be identified during the land use
planning process, but they are not considered a land use plan decision unless the plan specifies that they
are mandatory. Guidelines for grazing administration must conform to 43 CFR 4180.2.
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Implementation plan — an area or site-specific plan written to implement decisions made in the land
use plan. Implementation plans include both activity plans and project plans (they are types of
implementation plans).

Land use plan — a set of decisions that establish management direction for land within an
administrative area, as prescribed under the planning provisions of FLPMA; an assimilation of land-
use-plan-level decisions developed through the planning process outlined in 43 CFR 1600, regardless of
the scale at which the decisions were developed. The term includes both RMPs and MFPs.

Limited — an area restricted at certain times, in certain areas, and/or to certain vehicular use. These
restrictions may be of any type, but can generally be accommodated within the following type of
categories: Numbers of vehicles; types of vehicles; time of season or vehicle use; permitted or licensed
use only; use on existing roads and trails; use on designated roads and trails; and other restrictions.

Management decision — a decision made by the BLM to manage public lands. Management decisions
include both land use plan decisions and implementation decisions.

Motorized use — includes all activities that require the use of motorized vehicles to participate in the
activity. Not only are motorized vehicles used as access tools, but the primary activity requires the use
of motorized vehicles.

Non-consumptive use — all activities that do not include some sort of use or harvest of natural
resources. These activities may or may not involve the use of motorized vehicles.

Non-motorized use — includes all activities that do not require the use of motorized vehicles to
participate in the activity. Motorized vehicles are often used as access tools, but the primary activity
does not require the use of motorized vehicles.

Objective — a description of a desired outcome for a resource. Objectives can be quantified and
measured and, where possible, have established timeframes for achievement.

Off-highway vehicle (off-road vehicle) — any motorized vehicle capable of, or designed for, travel on
or immediately over land, water, or other natural terrain, excluding: (1) any non-amphibious registered
motorboat; (2) any military, fire, emergency, or law enforcement vehicle while being used for
emergency purposes; (3) any vehicle whose use is expressly authorized by the authorized officer, or
otherwise officially approved; (4) vehicles in official use; and (5) any combat or combat support vehicle
when used for national defense.

Open — an area where all types of vehicle use is permitted at all times, anywhere in the area subject to
the operating regulations and vehicle standards set forth in CFR subparts 8341 and 8342.

Public land — land or interest in land owned by the United States and administered by the Secretary of
the Interior through the BLM without regard to how the United States acquired ownership, except
lands located on the Outer Continental Shelf, and land held for the benefit of Indians, Aleuts, and
Eskimos.

Recreation opportunities — favorable circumstances enabling visitors’ engagement in a leisure activity
to realize immediate psychological experiences and attain more lasting, value-added beneficial
outcomes.

Recreation setting character conditions — the distinguishing recreational qualities of any landscape,
objectively defined along a continuum ranging from primitive to urban landscapes, expressed in terms
of the nature of the component parts of its physical, social, and administrative attributes. These
recreational qualities can be both classified and mapped. This classification and mapping process
should be based on variation that either exits (i.e., setting descriptions) or is desired (i.e., setting
prescriptions) among component parts of the various physical, social, and administrative attributes of
any landscape. The recreation opportunity spectrum is one of the existing tools for doing this.

Recreation settings — the collective, distinguishing attributes of landscapes that influence, and
sometimes actually determine, what kinds of recreation opportunities are produced.

Setting character — the condition of any recreation system, objectively defined along a continuum
ranging from primitive to urban in terms of variation of its component physical, social, and
administrative attributes.

Special Recreation Management Area (SRMA) — a public lands unit identified in land use plans to
direct recreation funding and personnel to fulfill commitments made to provide specific, structured
recreation opportunities (i.e., activity, experience, and benefit opportunities). Both land use plan
decisions and subsequent implementing actions for recreation in each SRMA are geared to a
strategically identified primary market — destination, community, or undeveloped.

Travel management areas — polygons or delineated areas where a rational approach has been taken to
classify areas as open, closed, or limited, and have identified and/or designated networks of roads,
trails, ways, and other routes that provide for public access and travel across the planning area. All
designated travel routes within travel management areas should have a clearly identified need and
purpose as well as clearly defined activity types, modes of travel, and seasons or timeframes for
allowable access or other limitations.
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
