The Lander Field Office of the BLM manages about 2.5 million acres in Fremont County and surrounding counties plus 2.7 million acres of

federal mineral estates. The BLM is revising its 1987 land use plan (called the Resource Management Plan) to guide land use decisions for the
next 20 years. Tell the BLM what you think should be done with the public lands. Here are some of the planning issues we will be considering,
but please do not limit your comments to these:

. What about: hunting? Hiking? OHV use? Livestock grazing? Protection of special areas?

. What kind of mineral development would you like to see? What about uranium mining? Oil and Gas?
. What kind of development should occur? What about cell towers? Wind farms? Utility corridors?

. What about sage grouse, visual resources and historic trails?

Please give us your thoughts. The BLM will be accepting comments until the Record of Decision is issued sometime in 2011, but don’t delay.
The BLM is selecting the “preferred” alternative RIGHT NOW, so your comments are particularly important now. Please attach additional sheets
as need.
